STOLE $97,000 FROM A BANK!

Although the Cffme Was Committed 15 Years
Since in New York, He Will Have t9 Axr
éwer for it—He {s the Vice-President of
The Columbia Townsite Company.

On Wednesday, Charles A. Hinckley, *
alias Charles S. Morris, was arrested in’

the vicinity of Princeton on a charge of :
grand larceny. Behind this arrest there
is a story of considerable interest. Hinck-
ley, when the west side bank started in
New York city, in the year 1868, was made
the paying teller, apd he held that posi- |
tion till May 14, 1884. During this period
Hinckley was a model bank officer, ;and ;
was_held in-high esteem by the president
and the directorate, for he was noted for
the strictness of - his business mem'bds.;
On May 14, 1884, Hinckley transacted 1;hel
business of his office wavn his usual care,
and promptness, but- the nexf morming he
was not  at his desk: The cash of the;
bank was coynted, and it waus fcund to be,
just $97,000" short. Then it was realized
by the management that Hinckley had be-
trayed the eonfidence reposed in him, and
had stolen the funds of the bank and de-
camped with them. The bank marked the
amount to profit and loss, and has since
prospéred. This is shown by the fact
that ig now has $400,000 in its reserve
fund. Every effort was made to locate
the missing teller. Detectives were em-
ployed, rewards offered, but had the
ground opened and swallowed him he could
not have more completely disappeared.
The officials of the bank learned a shori
time since that Hinckley was located in
Columbia. That he was the vice-president
of the townsite company there, and ac-
cordingly Messrs. Theodore M. Bertine,
cashier of the West Side bank; Frederick
A. Camp, attorney for the same bank, and
Amazi' L. Camp, came to this city fro
New York, for the purpose of causing the
apprehension of Hinckley. They - have
worked very quietly, knowing that their
quarry was shy, and might take the alarm
and flee if he realized that he was about
to be apprehended. :

A: few days since Amzi L. Camp, who
knows Hinckley well, accompanied the ar-

" The officers of the bank, who are here,
state that Hinckley is about 57 years of
age, and that when he left New York so
hurriedly 15 years since, he Ieft his wife
behind him. She ‘left New York city a!
year later, and the presumption is . that|
she joined him. They knew aothing of his
whereabouts until a short time since from
the time that he left New York.

Hinckley came here in the spring from
the east. He had been operating in min-
ing in the Lake-of the Woods country
and had been very successful, 1t was elaim-
ed. At that time he was reputad to be
worth some $50,000. When he wai oper-
ating in the Lake of the Woods country
he made frequent ‘trips to Toronto, and
had considerable business in wmines with
Messrs. Fox and Ross, the mining brok-
ers. Among other things suggested by
this firm to Hinckley, who was thea
known as Charles S. Morris, was the pur-
chasing of an interest in the Columbia
Townsite company. He came here in the
spring with Mr. Ross, and soon after ac-|
quired a fourth interest in the Columbia!
townsite, and has been very active in its
management ever since, and has also spec-
ulated considerably in mines.

Beyond these facts but little is known
of Hinckley’s career since he left New '
York city.. He was extremely reticent as
to hig past life, and the facts that are
now known concerning him show that he‘
had a good cause for his reticence. He!
was very aggressive in his fight against
Grand Forks. !

Resist Extradition to the Last—Novel
Point Raised.

Charles H. Hinckley, who is charged
with ‘stealing $97,000 from the West Side
Bank of New York city, is still in the
custody of Constable Darragh. - It was
learned Monday that Judge Forin . of
the county court, before whom the pre-
liminary proceedings relating to the ex-
tradition of Hinckley are to be brought,
could ‘not be located at Nelson, -and it
was not known when the proceedings
could be had before hjm. This will prob-
ably delay.the matter for a couple of
days. It is understoed ‘that Hinckley
wus fight extradition to the last. A novel
point has been raised in this connection.
This is, as the crime with which he is
charged was committed at a time when
such offghses are not extraditable, that
he cannot be extradited, because the
treaty is not retroactive, and therefore no
action can be taken for crimes committed
prior to the ratifieation of the existing ex-
tradition treaty between Canada and the

probabilities that the case will be appeal-
ed to Ottawa before it is finally adjudi-
cated. - This will of necessity consume
considerable time.

It has been stated that there was a
probability of a compromise between the
officials of the West Side Bank, who are
here, and Hinckley. The bank officials
were quéstioned as to this and they posi-
tively denied that any such steps were
ever contemplated. Their object, they
stated, was to take Hinckley to New
York, so that he might be tried there for
the offense charged against him. They
were not. here for the purpose of com-
pounding a felony, but in order that a
man whom they declare to be a criminal
may be punished for his offense.

LARDEAU RATLROADING.

Engineer Walkem Tells of the Road from
Arrowhead to Lardeau.

A. B. Walkem, head of the C. P. R
engineering staff in the Lardeau, is in
town for a few days. His  summer’s
work has stretched down from Arrow-
head over the divide to Trout lake and
on to the Lardeau on Lake Kootenay.
Between these two lakes he reports the
work of railway construction to be pro-
gressing - rapidly. ~ Poupore & McVeigh
have their 30 miles of road from Lardeau
to Selkirk well in hand and by tne end
of the season their 500 men will have it
ready for the rails, ‘which will not be
laid until next year. From Selkirk up to
Trout Lake City, about 20 miles of fine
mountain water, a line of easy gradients
has been surveyed along the south side of
Trout lake. Here a steamer will probably
be put on next year to aid in the work
of construction. The road will likely be
carried on north and northwest across
Fish creek to Upper Arrow lake, through
Comaplix to Arrowhead, thus connect-
ing by an all-rail route Lardeau with the
main line of the C. P. R. Several spurs
are also being located to tap the.
