British Forces
At Gievgeli

PAR]S, Nov. 4.—The first

contingent arrived on Friday at
Gievgeli, in the Serbian war theatre,
according gto despatches filed on
Saturday at Salonika, but delayed.
The British force will act as a separ-
ate unit, but in collaboration
the French troops.

Gievgeli is just across the Greek
border, 40 miles northéwest of Sal-
onika.

General Sarrail, commander of the
Allies’ expeditionary forces in Serbia,
returned on Friday from a hasty in-
spection of the front from Gievgeli to
Krivolak. He was favorably impres-
sed with the French positions, which
are strongly held on the heights of
Babrovo, Gradek, Domir and Kopou.

The French forces, advancing
north-west from the Greek frontier,
have not yet effected a junctidn with
the hard-press Serbian army in the
vieinity of Veles. Fighting.in this
district has been desperate and the
Serbs once recaptured Veles, after it
had fallen to the Bulgars, only to lose
it again on October 31.

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{GREEKS WILL FIGHT
BULGARIANS IF LATTER
THREATEN GREECE

lGreek People Favor Allies But

Have no Desire to Plunge Coun

try Into War—Have Confidence
in King Constantine and Coun-
try Will Fight if Compelled to
do so on Her Own Account
—p——
PARIS, Nov. 4—An Athens despatch
to the Havas News Agency says
King Constantine and the Greek Gov-
ernment are considering the present
situation from e strictly military
viewpoit and are firmly resolved not
to launch out on an adventure the
result of which is far from clear.
They are determined to avoid a con-
fiict with the Central Powers. In
other words, Greece will take up
arms against Bulgaria only, "if she
finds herself in any way threatened
by the latter country, but Greece, if
she fights, intends to do so on her
own account, but not on that of either
of the European groups.

The German efforts to induce
Greece not to give facilities to the
Entente Powers, so -far, have failed.
The King is his own adviser, and that
constitutes the basis of Greece’s pres-
| ent policy.

Popular sentiment is in favor of
| the Allies in general and France in
particular, but the people have no de-
sire to plunge their country into the
horros- of war. The last struggle in
the Balkans is still present in their
memory. They regard Bulgaria as
| their hereditary enemy, but they have
implicit confidence in their King to
do the right thing at the right time.

The situation in Macedonia centain-
ly causes anxiety, but that anxiety is
diminished somewhat by the pres-
ence of the Allied troops, which ig
considered a guarantee against Bul-
garian invasion. The view held in
official circles is that the landing of
the Allies in Macedonia was not ef-
i fected with the object of serving
Greek efforts, but rather of stopping
the German advance on Constantm-
ople, which is a vital questlon for the
Allies.
