“The weakness of this strategical
change lies in the substitution of
squadrons in fixed positions on our
own coast for periodical sweeps which
we have been told the battle fleet is in
the habit of making through the
length and breadth of th: North Sea.

“As for submarines, these have nev-
ed proved their ability to torpedo
boats goin~ at full speed and raiders
are likely to have little
avoiding their attentions.

These slow and unwieldy machines,
may, as fixed floating forts, act as a
bait to the enemy, but it can hardly
be proposed to station them in such
numbers as to afford complete coast
protection.

High Commissioner Hughes of Australia Declares Vic-
tory for Germany Means Death for
Aspirations of Labor.

London, May 11.—(Cable to The
New York Tribune)—William Morris
Hughes, High Commissioner of Aus-
tralia, speaking at Queen’s Hall last
night, at the largest meeting known
since the beginning of the war, was
tumultuously applauded when he is-
sued a trumpet call to the forces of
labor to organize industry.

“Can anyone say victory is in
sight?” he asked. ‘“ret if Germany
wins, the aspirations of labor will
shrivel to a dry husk. Germany’s vic.
tory means democracy defiled. It is
a people’s war. Labor will be able to
win only by organizing the country’s
forces. At the present time the strug-

gle against Germany is like that of

b e lle e

an undisciplined mob against a dis-
ciplined army.

“The present™conflict is only the
beginning of the struggle. We have

no chance with those who aling to
the old free trade shibboleths and de-
precate any economic war after peace
is signed. Labor must create condi-
tions worthy of free men and must
make employers give the workmen
the full value of their efforts. Then
must we organize so that the enemy
may destroy these results by dumping
cheap goods?

“We must forever end the policy of
laisser faire. The end of the war
must see a tremendous industrial ac-
tivity, Labor must organize now both
for immediate victory and algo for
economic victory after the war. La-
bor’s place is upon ‘the quarterdeck
of the ship of state. The result of

this war means life or death to labor.”

Contradictory Official News About Ver-
dun Struggle--French Airmen Raid-

Paris, May 11, 11.50 a.m.—German
troops made an attack last night on
French positions near Vaux Pond, on
the Verdun front east of the Meuse.
The War Office announces that this
attack was repulsed.

The text of the statement follows:

“In the Champagne our fire de-
molished a German trench 100 metres
in length in the region to the south-
east of Tahure.

“On the left bank of the Meuse
(Verdun front) the artillery combat
was quite active in the region of the
wood of Avocourt. On the right bank
a German attack launched at about 2
o'clock in the morning on our posi-
tions to the west of Vaux Pond, was
repulsed with bayonets and hand
grenades,

“The night was relatively calm: on
the rest of the front.

“On the night of May 10-11, four
of our aeroplanes dropped 26 shells
upon the railroad stations at Dam-

villers and Etain and upon the park
near Foameix where a fire broke out.” |

ATTACK FAILED.

_Berlin, May 11 (By wireless to Say-
ville)—Two French attacks on the
Verdun front, ome delivered near
