Mr,
Acklin it is stated has expended $35,-
000 on lws property, but so far has
failed to reailze on it as well -as some
of his more favored neighbors, The
discovery of gold on the farm some
time ago, which was curiously  named
the Potato Patch group, has to a very
great extent done away with garden-
ing, gold now being the pripcipal

The Jargest ranch is that formerly
known as the Pee Pate farm, 'sitnated
on two istands in the Klondike neat
the upper ferry. It is 20-acres im ex-.
tent-and this year was devoted almiost
entirely to oats, which have been har-
vested for hay, and a few acres sows
in turnips.

On-Musher's-istand, also inthe Klon:
dike, a short distance below the Ogil-
vie bridge, is probibly the model-tarm
of the  Klondike. The island is 20
acres in extent bat mach of it 1s rocky
and for cultivation, there being
but four acres which are utilized as a
garden. . This spring during the high
water the Kloudike in its voracity ate
