Let  the studious minrd look™back one |
indred years and see the improvements
in the methods of work, aud the rapid
progress of the century in the mechanical
arts will be apparent.”  In 1793 Eli Whit-
ney, amere lad in obscure circumstances,
was led to the idea of inventing the cotton
gin, a machie for picking the cotton from
the seed. © For some time he Jabored with
but hittle success. but being of a determin-
ed turn of mind he eveuntually mastered
it..
