RAILWAY PROJECTS.

Many Applications to Be Made
to Canada’s Parliament.

ROADS IN THE YUKON COUNTRY.

Many Also Projected in British Colum-
bis, Manitoba nund the Northwest
Territories-If They Ave All Bullt
Residents the: Western
Frovinces Will Be Well
Supplied.

Ottawa. Dec. 27.—It 18 too early yet
to say what Government or publio legis-
Jation will be brought before Parliament
at the approaching seselon, but® notice
has been given of a long 1ist of private
measures, mostly rallway bills, covering
almost evary conceivable route in British
Columbia and she Yukon, that will pro-
vide occupation for the members in the
committee rooms. The following is a
summary of these enterprises which will
be placed before Parliament next session:

The British Yukon Rallway Company
will ask Parllament for authority to
build a rallway from Fort Selkirk to
Dawson City and westerly from the latter
point to the international boundary line.
The company also aske to be allowed to
build a line from Cariboo Crossing, or
Tagish House, to Teslin Lake or River,
and to Atlin, The company also seeks a
blanket charter to build branch lines not
exceeding 50 miles through unspecified
portions of the Yukon country.

Notice has been given of an application
for power to build a railway from the
international boundary line near the
Chilevot Pass and the commencement of
Dalton T'rail, along the Dalton Trail and
then, to Dawson City.

Another set of promoters will seek
authority to construct a road from Daw-
son City along the Klondike River to the
confluence of Hunker Creek, thenoe along
Hunker Creek and by the most feasible
route to Dominion Creek, o Indian
River and along its course to the juno-
tion with the Yukon River. Is is pro-
posed to complete the ohveuit by follow-
ing the Yukon Kiver back to Dawson
City. Branches will be built up Boranza
and Eldorado Creeks to Dominion Creek.

The Alaska & Northern Railway Com-
pany will ask Parliamont to give it the
right to build a ‘raflway from Pyramid
Harbor, at the head of Lynn Canal, or
from the international boundary line,
northerly to Dalton's Pass, on the Dalton
Trall, and following the Dalton Trall to
Fors Selkirk, thence by the most feasible
ronte northerly to the 1418t meridian,
at or near Fors Cudahy. The company
will also seek mining. trading and navi-
gation rights.

A rlyal project is put forward by the
promoters of the Paciflc & Yukon . Rall-
way & Navigation Company. They also
propose to begin their railway from
Pyramid Harbor near the head of Lynn
Canal, or from the international bounundary
in the vicinity of Lynn Canal. They will
go through the Chilcat Pass to Dalton's
Post on the Alsek River. and thence by
the most feasible route to a point below
the Five Finger Hapids on the Lewes
River. The company. in addition to rail-
way privileges, will ask for the power to
engage in trading, navigation, the gener-
ation and supply of electric energy and
the ereotion of saw mills and smelting
furnaces.

Still another Yukon rallway project
contemplates the construction of a road
from the Stikine River ' to Teslin Lake
and on to Dawson City. The schome also
involyes the construction of a line from
the Stikine southerly to a point in Brit-
fsh Columbia capable of being made an
ocean port, and a .line from the Lynn
Canal -by way of Fort Selkirk to Dawson
City. The request is further made for
power to construct “‘braupch lines and
lines of railway along or ncar any oreek
or watercourse in the Yukon distriot.’’

The Asheroft route, which has found
many advooates, partioularly amongst the
residents of that place, will be utilized
for a railway project If the application
for the right to build a line from Ash-
oroft o Dawson City and from Ashoraft
gouthward to the internati®al boundary
line is granted.

Amongst the Yukon projects 1s one to
oconstruct a rallway or tramway begin-
ning at Klondike City and traversing
almost every ereek in the mining region.

But the Yukon 18 not the only portion

of the west that claims the attention of
the railway promoter. The British Col-
umbia Southern Kailway Company will
ask an extension of the time limit for
the construotion of its eastern section
unti\ January, 1904, and it will seek an
extension of its powers in the right to
oconstruct or.acquire a line connecting its
line in the neighborhood of Fort Steele
with the Uanadian Pacitic Ruilway at
@Golden. This new railway s intended to
have the same general direction as the
valleys of the Columbia and Kootenay
Rivers.
The Kettle River Valley question will
again be fought out at the approaching
session. 'The application for a charter
made on behalf of Mr. D. C. Corbin is
exaotly the same as that which preceded
the introduction of the ill-fated bill last
sesaion. 1t I8 proposed to build a railway
from the international boundary line at
Cascade City westerly along the valley of
the Kettle River to Carson, also on the
boundary. Another line is projected from
Medway near the boundary line, follow-
ing Boundary Creek 20 miles northward,
and to operate ‘the gystem in conjunction
with the Spokafie Falls & Northern Rail-
way Company. The C.P.R. will, itis
expeoted, make as gtiff a fight against
the Corbin project as it did lass session,
but whether with as much success re-
mains to be seen.

.In addition to the applications for
PDominion charters covering British Col-
umbia territory, the Legislature of that
province will be besieged at the approach-
ing session by the rallway promoters.

While British Columblia and the Yukon
will be the ohiet ocentres of activity in
rallway promotion, Manitoba and the
Territories will not be overlooked, though
the country 18 covered with charters for
anbuilt rallways.
Railway Company has given notice of a
bill authorizing 1%, in addition to the
powers already conferred, to build a line
from the line already authorized to the
Yellow Hea1 or Peace River Pass,
on through the mountains by the most
practicable route to the Paoiflo QOcean.
AD alternative proposition is that it be
allowed to conneot with the projected
Jine of the British Pacific Rallway Com-
pany, and that authority be given to
constrics branch lines to the navigable
waters of the Yukon River. It 1s pro-
posed to change the name of the company
%o the Edmonton Yukon Paciflo Railway
Company.

. CLEARED UP.

The Reasons Why Major Macdonald Did
Not Make Conjunction at Fashoda
With Kitchemer.

Loudon, Dec. 27.—The reason why
Major Maodonald, marching from
Uganda, did not make conjunction with
the troops of the Sirdar at Fashoda has
just been made known in London,
although communications have been in
the hands of the Colonal Office for over
two months. It seems he was delayed by
the mutiny of the Nubian troops, which
ooourrsd after he left Ugands, and
was obliged to return to Mengo, #he capi-
tal of Uganda, %o suppress the revolt. He
is now pushing northward with a foroe
of 80 or 90 Sondanese, and several well-
known officers, among whom are Captain
Austin, Royal Engineers; Lt. Perelan,
Coldstream Guards; Caps. Kirkpatriok,
Leinster Regiment; Lt. Brighs, Rifle
Brigade; Lt. the Hon. Hanbury Traoy,
Royal Horse Guards, and Drs. Maclachlan
and Ferguson. Already this force has
arrived at Save, a small cultivated ' dis-
trlot on the northern slope of Mount
Eigon. Unauthorized news. however,
comes from the Colontal Office shat Col.
Martyr's expedition, whieh continued om
its way northward when Maodonald
found it necessary to turn baock, has
already reached IWshoda, having ®atab-
lished posts at Kuflle, Wadelal, Fatiko
and Fajoa, Col. Martyr's expedition,
whioh is a strong one, left Kampala in
Uganda in the early part of Ootober, and
its tardiness in arriving at Fashoda is
accounted for from the faot that it estab-
lished on ite way military roads, besides
keeping up telegraphlo communication
with Mengo. These preparations were
made by Col. Martyr, so that he oould be
readily reinforced from the south if un-
able to contend with the Dervishes
retreating from Khartoum. The force
under Major Martyr's command is com-
posed of Sondanese and Indian troops,
and thers are 11 KEuropean officers, in-
oluding Dr. Gerard Carre. The expedition
has forged a per t oamp opposi
Lado, and not far from the Belglan post
of Rejaf, and will thus not interfere
with the area leased to the Congo Free
States.

MISERIES 0F_LPRES|DENT.

Oengress of the Philippine Revolutionary

Government Adjonrns - Cannot Form
a Constitution.

Manila, Dee. 27.—The so-called Conr
grers of the Revolutionary Government
of the Philippines, which has been in ses-
gion for some time at Malolos, has un-
expectedly adjourned, owing to the dit-
culty of formulating a comnstitution.

The cabinet of Dresident Aguinalido,
appointed at Bacoor on July 15 last and
numed in the Bacoor proclamation issued
that day, has resigned:

Genernl  Aguinaldo, who' had been at
Malolos, came from there to Santa Anna,
a surburb of Manila, He then v sited
Paterno and now, it is reported, he has

to Cavite, Vieja, the old town of
Cavite.

Reliable advices eay that while he was
at Paterno, he was indefatigable in his
efforts to overcome the policy of the mili-
tant factions, which is hostile to the
Americans. It is probable that his influ-
ence will avail to avert trouble.

A STATUE OF MICKIEWITZ
Unvelled at Warsaw in Honor of the
Great Polish Poet's Memory.

Warsaw, Deo. 27.—Yesterday was a
memorable day for Warsaw in partioular
and for Poles generally 11 Russia, Austria
and Prussia. At 10 o’clock in the morn-
ing, in the presence of the Romam
Catholio Archbishop of Warsaw, the Most
Rev. . Popiel, of the municipal
authorities and of an jmmense throng, a
monument was unveiled in commemora-
sion of the 100th anniversary of the birth
of the greatest poet of the Polish nation,
Adam Miohiewitz.

The monument, which stands in the
prinoipal street of Warsaw, is of granite,
surmounted by a bronze statue of the
poes. All the work, both in design and
in excution, has been done hy Poles. The
gtasue is the work of the well-known
Polish soulptor, Cyprian Podebskl.

Zola’s Escape to London,

London, Dec. 27.—The Paris corres-
pondent of The Times gives an interest-
ing account this morning of the way in
which M. Emile Zola escaped to Lon-
don after the sentence imposed upon him
last July in the trial, on the charge of
libel, brought against him and M. Per
reux, managing editor of The Aurore,
by the officers of the Esterhazy court
martinl. According to M. Deblowitz, M.
Zola has Jived at various country places
in Emgland quietly ever since. 1t ap-
pears that his Paris ;I‘il'l»la had  the
greatest difficulty to persundeé him to
geek refuge in England, the course they
considered best for the interests of Drey-
fus revision. .

[\LIVE, YET BURIED.

John Clark Spent 48 Hours Un-
der Six Feet of Ground.

RESURRECTED BY HIS FRIEND.

The Persistent Urging of Wm. Haszen

Procured the Opportunity to See ir
the Buried Man Was
Awfully Narrow Escape the
0ld Soldier Had From
Suffucation.

Wichita, Kan., Dec. 27.—John Clark,
an aged Union soldier, who has been
spending bis last days at the Soldiers’
Home in Dodge City, was literally
resurreoted fromw the dead Ilast Friday.
Clark, who was a prosperous man of
business before the civil war, jolmed the
Union army as a private in a western
regiment and fought throughout the
campalgn. He bore many scars as proofs
of his bravery in the fleld, and at the
battle of the Wilderness he was pioked
up tor dead. To his frionds yesterday he
teebly said with a wan smile that the
present was really his second resurreo-
tion. But this was the first time he hal
ever been buried. He spent 48 hours,
from Wednesday until Friday mnoon, six
teet under ground in the Soldlers’ Ceme-
tery at Dodge City.

Clark would have remained buried and
would have suffersd the horrible death of
suffocation had it not been for the per-
sistent urgings of Willlam Hazen, an
old friend, who knew Ulark in his palmy
days. Hazen was at the Soldiers’ Home
Jast Tuesday when Clark apparently
dled, after a lingering illness of typhoid
tover. Hazen was in the room. He heard
the verdiot that his old friend was dead,
but somehow was not satisfled. Rigor
morsis did not set in at the expiration of
94 hours, and Hazen was more than ever
convinoed shat Clark stili lived. He said
80 to the authorities of the Home, and
urged delay, but they smilod indulgently
on him and procesiod with the arrange-
ments for the burial.

Being Dead, Was Burled.

The doctor had cortitied that Clark
was dead, and that was enough for the
Soldiers’ Home people, and on Wednesday
the soldier’s body, Incased In a coffin of
the plainest and oheapest desoription,
was buried in the oemetery, with a
wooden oross at the head of the grave
bearing his name and age—70 years.

Still Willlam Hazen wasn’t quite satls-
fled. He had looked at the face in the
coftin just before the body was carried
out for burial and he could see no change
sinoe the hour of his friend's alleged
death on Tuesday. Unable to restrain
himself, he had oven touched the face of
his triond and had almost> imagined—he
oould discover warmth there.

When all the others had loft the ceme-
tery Hazen remained there, looking at
the fresh mound, and he felt tempted to
get a spade and reopen the grave at onoe.
Hazen couldn’t sleep that night. His
mind was busy with thoughts of his
friend, and the more he pondered ‘the
more he was convinced that Private John
Clark had been consigned o & horrible
fate.

Being Alive, Was Disinterred.

Early on Thursday morning he again
sought the authorities of the Soldiers'
Home, and besought them to reopen the
grave, His request was refused. Un-
dauntea, Hazen sought tho health
authoritles of the city, and stated his
case there, They looked up the death
certificate, and noting the signature of
the physiolan was satistied. Then Hazen
sought the cemetery authorities, but they
would not consent to open the grave
withbout a permit from the health depart-
ment. This the indofatigable Hazen could
not obtain before Friday forenocon. Then
he lost no time in hastening to the ceme-
tery with assistance and a physician to
reopen the grave. When the coftin lid
was removed, to the astonishment of the
beholders it was found that Claxk had
literally turned over. 1lis heart was atill
beating, and stimulants soon restored
him to i . Ulark was r A
at once to a nearby house and put to
bed, but he was too weak to talk until
yestorday. Then he told those around
him that he was semi-consocious of all
that was going on when ho was buried,
but was unable to cry out or utter a
sound.
