NOW LOOKS 
LIKE PEACE

Late Press Despatches Point to the 
Opening of Ne flotat­

ions.

RUSSIA AND JAPAN

Arc now Anxious for Peace and 
it is thought that the War 

is Over.

Washington, June 12 —The official 

assurance that the Pieaident's efforts !o 
bring Russia and Japan together to dis­
cuss peace will be crowned with success 
was bzought to the White House today by 
the Russian ambassador who called by 
appointment and in the name uf the 
Eropeior formally accepted the President’s 
“offer of good will." It is intimated offi­
cially that an agreement as to the place of 
conference, may be determined in a few 
days but no suggestion except ol a nega­
tive character of the choice ot either belli­
gerent is obtainable. Official assurance ia 
given that at present the response made 
by Japan t > the President s nota will not 
be made public from Washington in its 
precise form, inasmuch as the Russian 
reply is not available in a similar torm. 
Negotiations between Washington and St. 
Petersburg and between Washington and 
Tokio ere in progress and final arrange­
ments for the place of conference in its 
essential details are likely t » be a question 
of only a few days. As soon as arrange­
ments are computed an artniatic will be 
agreed upon ami the great armies in Man­
churia will lowir their bayonets pending 
the final negotiations of peace.

Tokio. June 12—Official announcement, 
is made at the headquarters of the im­
perial army that a detachment of Japanese 
cavalry succeeded in dislodging the Rus­
sian cavalry near Hsiyingtu, six miles 
south of Liao Yang, aud Wohingu Hey- 
i>gtu, two miles south west of Hsyingtu, 
was occupied. Another force defeated the 
Russians near Siaochengtu, 18 miles north 
of Kingking, and Koochia Wheng, two 
miles noith east of Siacheatzu. An emi­
nence was occupied nor Lit it Siaopitang, 
two miles east of Koochia Whcog and ten 
miles west of Liao Yang Wheng.

A report comes from Campbell ton of a 
litttle chihl being snatched from certain 
death*by the courageous act of an I. C. R.

Realizing the 
situation driver King quickly applied hie 
brakes and took all possible means of bring­
ing his train to a standstill before reaching 
the tot. It was soon apparent, however, 
that the heavy train could not be stopped 
in time to prevent running over the child 
and the engineer with great presence of 
mind resolved upon a courageous attempt 
to save the little one. The speed was con 
siderably checked before the engine neared 
the spot where the child sat, and driver 
Kiugby climbing out through the cab win 
dow and running along the foot board, was 
abie to leap from the fr|^kt of the locomo­
tive, snatch the little girl frdni tne track 
and bear it out of harms way as the engine 
and care thundered by. The train ran the 
length of itself or mere past the spot before 
coming to a standstill, but thoee who wit­
nessed the trilling episode breathed a sigh 
of relief as they realized the gallant effort 
that had averted a fatality.

The mother of the child was an eye wit­
ness to the perilous situation of the little 
one and the heroic aot of the engineer that 
restored it to her arma. The epieode oc­
curred in a very few moments and when 
the mother fully realized the oloee cell her 
child had had, ehe swooned away. 3J1
