Out-Door Preaching.

IT IS TRIED BY FEVERAL PRIESTS
IN ENGLAND WITH PBENEFICIAL
RESULYTS.

(From the London Weekly Register.)

We must leave the beauty of the
green sward and shady *tree and
turn to the dyll prosg of the courts
and alleys of a large town, It was
not in the heat of summer, but in
the chilly autumn; thére is no
natural pulpit supplied by the raised
and turfcovered mound, but a
rickety chair or table horrowed
from some poor person near at hand,
It is some two months when a
little square (commonly known as
Lee's Yard) in the most thickly
populated part of the town, became
the scens of our urst atiempy at |
oat-door preaching.

It was, indeed, a simple preaching
of Catholic truth, without any osten-
sible attack upon non-Catholics. At
the end the “Act of Contrition”
was repeated aloud by a large
number, and the proceedings ter-
minated with the singing of the
hymn : “ Hail, Queen of Heaven !”
in & most hearty manner. As the
evening service was over in the
churches, several priests from the
different missions of the town were
able to take part in this little
attempt.

On the following Sunday evening
a similar thing took place in another
yard, scarce a mile from the scene
