36 All petitions for Private
Bills must be presented within
fourteen days after the com-
mencement 6f the season ex-
olusive of adjournment.

37 No Private Bill shall be
brought into the House, but
upon a petition first presented,
truly stating the case at the
peril of the suitors for such Bill,
and such petition must be signed
by the said parties.
