LONDON, July 15.
The Daily News, the principal min­

isterial organ, to-day, In an editorial 
on the Panama Canal Bill, says that 
apparently the United States - Senate 
means to pass the Bill without heed­
ing the British Government's pro­
test; adding that the Senators, per­
haps, think the Bill in its present 
form makes no distinction. Continu­
ing. it says, the Bill is certainly ob­
scure enough to stapd divers interpre­
tations, but that, however, jp not a 
satisfactory attitude. If Senators do 
not wish to discriminate, they ought 
to make their intentions aa clear In 
the Bill as possible. Probably they 
think Congress has a right to dis­
criminate under the Hay-Pauneefort 
Treaty. That is not the British view, 
the News goes on to say. and thus we 
have a conflict of opinion as to the" 
meaning of the international agree­
ment. There is only one way to dis­
pose of this conflict, and that by 
arbitration. Neither America nor 
Britain wishes to violate any engage­
ments of both countries, but on the 
other hand are anxious to carry out 
such agreements in spirit and in 
letter. When there is a difference of 
opinion as to the true character, the 
obvious solution is to submit the issue 
to an impartial judge ; and that cours 
should be taken if the Bill, as it 
leaves Congress, turns out to be in 
conflict with the British view hearing 
on the Hay-Pauneefort Treaty.
