Kingston. Ont.. 'January 7.—That 

many guards are supporting large 
j iii i.s :r a most extravagant man­
ner on a salary of what was until a 
short time ago' $600 a year, was the 
statement of Inspector- W. S. Hughes, 
formerly accountant at the penitent­
iary. at afternoon’s session of ttiç 
Penitentiary Investigation Commis­
sion.

In regard to the alleged traffic in 
v liaeco by guards, Inspector Hughes 
stated that it was net the smail 
guards whom the Commssion sus­
pected were the chief offenders. Hi 
stated that some of the oldest guards 
who had been in the service for same 
time were guilty and on a far larger 
scale than those under suspicion.

Money and Spirits Found in Walnuts.
Inspector Hughes gave evidence 

showing the ingenuity of convicts and 
the manner in which contraband ar 
tides were brought in. Some time 
ago when convicts were allowed 
Christmas baskets, a roasted chicken 
was seized and on examination it wr.s 
found to contain opium, brandy, 
whiskey and money. The shells had 
been split and after having been filled 
were glued together. Tobacco had 
been discovered in turnips. A piece 
had been cut from the turnip, the 
centre hollowed and filled with tobac­
co and the piece put back in place.

The Inspector admitted that the of­
ficials knew that this had been going 
or, for some time, but nothing could 
be done to get at the source.
Politics as One of the Greatest Evils.

Inspector Stewart stated that in his 
opinion the greatest evil in the ad­
ministration of justice was that poli­
tics was responsible for the appoint­
ment of guards. He meld that by 
politics there would be grafting and 
inefficiency. The politicians who 
were the strongest advocates in the 
House of Commons for the reform of 
the penitentiary were the men who 
were responsible for the conditions 
existing in the penitentiary. He sug 
geste d that the Warden be made su­
preme with the power of engaging 
and dismissing his police staff.

Inspector Stewart stated that the 
penitentiary needed more industries 
fo> the employment of the convicts 
and he strongly favoured a suggestion 
whereby convicts will manufacture

GiwBtnt, iiécis alii Éti lor
soldiers and police as well as mail 
bags, etc. He would recommend that 
the convicts receive a certain recom­
pense for their labors, the balance, 
after paying for their upkeep, to be 
devoted to the support of their 
families.

Millions From Tobacco
According to statistics from France 

the tobacco monopoly of the French 
government netted the State $105,000,- 
OOjU I^jgt year the largest return since 
the foundation of the monopoly, 103 
years ago. The original capital out 
of which this vast profit was made 
wa* $30,000,000, or about one-third of 
the capitalization of the lately dis­
solved American Tobacco Company. 
The French government supervises 
the growing of all tobacco and the 
planters are compelled to sell their 
entire érops to the State at a fair 
appraisement.

Twenty factories are permitted to 
work up this tobacco, and cigars are 
sold at a uniform price throughout 
the ctftirte country. Quantity makes 
no difference* cigars costing just as 
much when purchased by the thous­
and as when bought singly. The 
hotels and restaurants buy their 
cigars at the same prices for which 
they are furnished to the general 
public, but they add from fifty to a 
hundred per cent as their own profit. 
The rights to retail tobacco ar-: 
jealously guarded by the government, 
and it is necessary to obtain a State 
permit before opening any kind of a 
retail store.

There is not much chance for an 
ordinary individual to get rich sell­
ing tobacco In France, for these per 
mits are usually granted to the wid­
ows of army and navy officers, or to 
employees of the government. Thc 
widows, however, are permitted to 
lease their permits to other persons 
in consideration of fixed annual pay­
ments. That the government, con 
ducts its business with a view to tlv 
greatest profit is attested by foreign 
visitors to France, who find the to­
bacco of an inferior quality to what 
they are accustomed to at home. Bui 
the Frenchmen, not being familiar 
with foreign tobacco, do not know 
the difference and go on smoking th*: 
home product with as much gusto as 
if it were of the finest Havana stock.

To Bring Suit:
Against Chancellor

f. Yon Hçtniaiiii-Hollweg lueurs the 
Displeasure of German Potasi 
Syndicate.

Berlin, Jan. 8.—A suit against th: 
Imperial Chancellor Von Bethmaun- 
Hollweg is to be brought by th. 
German Potash Syndicate, which de­
mands from him the return of $2.000. 
000. forming the so-called “propa 
gnnda fund” for advertising the mer­
its of the German fertilizer at honn 
and abroad. This amount was raise 
by imposing a tax on all potash miner 
in Germany under the law of 1910.

A part of the fund for the specific i 
purpose remains on hand and it is 
stated in some quarters that the gov­
ernment is allowing it to accumulât 
with the idea of diverting it to gener 
al purposes under the provisions of o 
new law now being formulated.

The law of 1910 was designed t 
conserve the natural supplies of pot 
ash in Germany to insure the pros 
perity of the German industry and 
irevent Americans from getting a 
cheap supply, but it has been a par­
tial failure.

New potash mines are constantly
being opened up, thereby decreasing

le quotas alloted to tie various «■
isting mints and those interested de­
clare that the time is coming when 
the bars to freer and cheaper produc­
tion of potash must be lowered un­
less more effective methods of dis­
couraging potash mining in Germany 
are devised.

New Disease Caused 
By Wireless.

Every new invention seems to add 
at least one to the already long list of 
ills to which the human race is liable. 
Wireless telegraphy is no exception 
to the rule, for German physicians 
have just discovered a brand-new dis­
ease which claims for its victims the 
operators of wireless instruments on 
struments on shipboard.

The disease is a form of anaemia, 
characterized by great weakness of 
mind and body. An analysis of the 
blood of sufferers from it shows a 
surprising decrease in the number of 
red corpuscles. The new “wireless 
debility” is believed to be due partly 
to the small unsanitary quarters 
which shipowners provide for the!.- 
faithful wireless operators, and partly 
to the excessive ozonizing of the air 
by the high frequency currents of 
electricty required to operate power­
ful wireless plants.

This latter cause of the disease adds 
new strength to science’s case against 
ozone. It used to be thought that th* 
more ozone we got in the better, but 
now it is known that except in very 
minute quantities it is extremely 
harmful.

Gas, It may be said, vitiates the at­
mosphere. True. But it also helps tc 
purify it. Its purifying power to 
greater than its vitiating power 
Electricity does not vitiate, nor does it 
purify. Hear what three eminent 
nen have said:—

Much evidence has lately been ad 
luced to show that gas is more usefu 
ban the electric light in promoting ef 
Icient ventilation of air. It is for this 
imongst other reasons, that gas Is be- 
ng frequently substituted for the elec- 
ric light. The latest example is, per­
iapts, the Society of Medical Officers oi 
Tealth, which has recently installed 
gas on its premises, after experience 
irith the electric light.—Dr. Jamieson 
•3. Hurry.

He would merely add that no mem 
>er who had experience of their meet- 
ng room under the old conditions 
•ould deny the improvement that had 
taken place since gas had been sub­
stituted for the electric light and the 
aew system of heating and ventilatior 
a ad been installed.—Dr. Reginald Dud- 
teld, before the Society of Medical Of­
ficers of Health.

How flies Carry 
Germs For Miles.

How far can flies, mosquitoes and 
other disease-bearing insects carry 
the germs which make them so much 
dreaded? It used to be thought that 
their activities were limited to a radi­
us of a few hundred feet from their 
breeding places and that even a high 
wind would never waft then; more 
than a mile or so away.

The experts in charge of Cleve­
land’s anti-fly campaign, however, 
have discovered evidence to prove 
that flies are carried by the wind over 
water for six miles, and it seems rea­
sonable to suppose that over land the 
length of their flight might by great­
ly extended. This discovery was 
made In a curous way—through the 
request for some means of relief from 
the p langue of flies which infest the 
cribs of the waterworks, six miles out 
in Lake Erie north of the city.

The presence of files in this isolat­
ed spot could nbt be charged to pass­
ing steamers or to conditions obtain­
ing on the cribs*. Although tenders

live on the cribs, there are no animals 
and there is absolutely nothing in 
which flies of any kind could breed. 
All garbage and waste matters are 
dumped immediately into the lake or 
are put into a tight incinerator and 
burned daily. Lake steamers pass 
within about half a mile of the crib, 
but none of the men have ever noticed 
any evidence of flies coming from 
them. All the crib tenders maintain 
that a south wind brings a cloud of 
flies from t^e city and that a north 
wind carries them away.

The only explanation seems to be

that the flies are blown at least six 
miles off shore, and that they gather 
on the cribs. as temporary resting 
places. Attraction of any other sort 
cannot be a. strong 'factor, else they 
would remain on shore, attracted by 
the animals and men along the docks 
and the much richer food supply.

These facts and other evidence 
strongly support, the theory that flies 
of certain kinds are able to travel 
much farther than is commonly sup­
posed. Flies which have travelled 
these long distances appear to be rav­
enously hungry, and some of them 
bite viciously. It is not difficult to 
trap them under these conditions.
