and confirm my reply, both of this 
date: —

“Governor, St. John’s.
No truth in allegation of that par­
cels have accumulated at, in this 
office they are re-directed and 
despatched with least possible de­
lay in accordance with my letter 
23 October and my letter 20 Nov­
ember.

TIMEWELL.”
It is difficult to understand how this 

extraordinary idea have gained cre­
dence. The facts are these : —

The first batch of parcels and let­
ters arrived on the 27|9|15, an hour or 
so before Your Excellency’s letter of 
10(9.15 of instructions on the sub­
ject.

It fortunately happened that the 
new offices had been moved into on 
the Saturday (25th) preceding, the oc­
cupation thereof having been delayed 
for some weeks pending Your Excel­
lency’s sanction ; and owing to in­
creasing work and without the neces­
sary space and facilities to cope with 
it, work generally was becoming more 
or less congested.

On receipt of these instructions ne­
cessitating the arranging and crea­
tion of an additional Department, ne­
gotiations were immediately entered 
into with the Postal authorities with 
regard to the necessary formalities. 
Meanwhile the parcels and letters 
were sorted out according to the 
whereabouts of addresses as then 
known from latest advices, and were 
despatched by the next mid-day. It 
being found impracticable to perfect 
necessary arrangements witji the 
Postal authorities in time to deal with 
this first consignment, the opportunity 
was taken to forward parcels for the 
1st Battalion through the Q.A.F.F.F., 
arranged as a special expedient 
through the courtesy of Mr. Reeve 
who is closely associated with that 
body, and I understand the special 
bale or bales made up duly arrived 
at destination. This method, however, 
has disadvantages inasmuch as it is 
doubtful whether the men who may 
have left the Battalion either to go to 
Hospital or through other causes 
would eventually get their parcels, 
ince it is extremely improbable that 

these could or would be sent after 
them from the fighting line.

As already stated a considerable 
proportion of these parcels were de­
livered here in a frail and damaged 
condition, and their heterogeneous 
contents would have been scattered 
but for special care. These naturally 
had to be repacked and in many cas­
es fresh wrappers provided, and this 
has been the experience since.

Before the arrival of the next lot, 
and after correspondence and various 
interviews with the Postal authorities 
arrangements were brought to a point 
as reflected in copies of correspond­
ence, etc., submitted to Your Excel­
lency per my No. 1692(77, 23(10(15. 
From the foregoing it will be seen 
that there has been no delay in this 
Office even with regard to the first 
lot of parcels, the arrival of which 
synchronised with the advice sudden­
ly confronting this office with an ad­
ditional duty for which naturally it 
was unprepared. '

If concrete instances of non-deliv­
eries of a clear nature are cited, I 
will report them to the Postal au­
thorities; but it is desirable to bear 
in mind that with the immense quan­
tities of postal matter, the numbers 
of transhipments ,and amount of 
handling, it is doubtful if specific in­
stances can be traced, although as 
gleaned from the various discussions 
Î have had with Postal officials on 
this and kindred subjects, it would 
appear that all reasonable care is 
taken from the time parcels or let­
ters are handled in this country un­
til they reach a destination ; and 
among other notable factors the scar­
city of men for postal work should be 
duly regarded.

I would like to add that the handling 
in this office which includes examina­
tion of each parcel or letter, location 
of addressee, repacking in many in­
stances, involves considerable care 
and time which is accentuated by the 
fact of constant movements of ad­
dressees which must be taken from 
latest information, and which in turn 
must be kept up from day to day. At 
present men may be with the Battal­
ion, various places in Egypt, Malta, 
Gibraltar, returning to this country 
(and when they do they may be in 
verious Hospitals here), on furlough, 
at the Depot and elsewhere. All these 
factors have to be carefully’ followed 
and contended with, with the result 
that the Postal Forwarding Depart­
ment is far from being a sinecure.
