DRIVING AHEAD.
NEW YORK, March 27.

A News Agency despatch published 
here to-day follows: (With the 
French armies advancing from Sois­
sons, March 27.)—The French soldiers 
do not pull down the carcases of ralr- 
bits, crows, hawks, squirrels and the 
like which they "find occasionally 
strung on wires dangling from the 
ruins of houses destroyed by Germans 
in their retreat Here is the reason 
why : In several places north of Sois­
sons the advancing French forces 
found when an attempt was made to 
yank down these dead bodies the pull 
on the wires to Which they were at­
tached set off mines ingeniously laid 
by Germans. But not everywhere 
have the Germans sufficient time in 
which to plan such infamous traps. 
The French pursuit Iras been too 
speedy for the enemy who has been 
frequently forced to leave before com­
pleting the work of destruction. It is 
a commentatory on German military 
character that faced by the hot pur­
suit along the Ambruque road and 
forced to choose between what they 
could destroy and what they did not 
have the time to destroy, the Ger­
mans choose to destroy the orchards 
and leave intact a concrete shelter 
of utmost military value.

Every 
morning two or three dead are found 
in th.e huts. The doctors decline all 
responsibility. To-day 120 are dead 
at the camp. We hope for our deliv­
erance by the great offensive.

LONDON, March 27.

(Delayed by censor, from the staff 
correspondent of the Associated 
Press)—The St. Louis, the first pas­
senger vessel carrying the American 
flag across the Atlantic since Ger­
many’s declaration of unrestricted 
submarine destruction, and. the first 
armed American liner to enter any 
European port since war began . ar­
rived this morning.

UmiSual bro­
cantions were taken as soon as the 
liner phased Ambrose Light, but as 
she.neàred the danger poînt even, life 
rafts and collapsable Boats were made 
ready for immediate use, and reflec­
tors strung 6p fore and aft and car­
bide lights tied along the rails to use 
in the eveht that the St. Louie became 
a victom of torpedo or gtm fire.
