The Reports of Live Stock There
Are Particularly
Bright

Toronto, May 30.—The crops of the
province are two weeks to ene month
in advance of last year. Field opera-
tions in spring sowing . were the earliest
iy many vears, and cven whth the set-
back. in the latter part of April spring
sowing is about a month earlier than
last season and a week ahead of the
average year. Fall wheat entered into
May wall forward and-although some
was drowned -out it looks guite vigor-
ous. Clover suffered from last season’s
draught, but now presents a good ap-
pearance. The short and mild winter-
worked wonders 'in the fedder supply.
Some, however, sold too freely, tempt-
ed by the high prices, but the early
grass came to their rescue. The re-
ports on live stock are particularly
bright, except that the unusually high
prices led to hasty marketing. Cattle
have been remarkably free from di-
sease. Sheep are doing well, and lambs
are strong and plentiful. Swine are
not so plentiful. The general outlook
regarding orchards is encouraging.
Blossoming averaged about a fortnight
earlier than usual and was very pro-
fuse. Fears are expressed that the
rains may have washed off a large
proportion of ehe pollen.  All small
fruits are well advanced.
