FROZEN IN STORM A MILE 
FROM HOME

Unsung Hero of Labrador Meets 
Lonely Death in Blizzard

The death of Rev. W. S. Mercer, of 
Fogo Island, northern Newfoundland, 
in a blizzard, marks a sad beginning 
of the centenary of Methodist missions 
in Labrador, and the north coast of 
Newfoundland. The deceased was from 
1912 to 1919 missionary at Hamilton 
Inlet, Labrador, but was twice com­

pelled to come south for a year, and 
two years ago took the comparatively 
easier work in which he died. A des­
patch from St. John’s to the Canadian 
press merely recorded that while _ re­
turning on foot over a lonely twelve- 
mile stretch from Seldom-Coine-By 
to the village of Fogo, he was over­
taken by a blizzard and frozen to 
death within a mile of his home. Since 
1824 the Methodists have had mini­
sters travelling by dog train anchboat 
among the trappers and fishermen of 
the bleak coast, men little known and 
seldom honored, even throughout their 
own denomination.
