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PROHIBITION IS PRACTICAL.

So say the Liquor Traffic Commission- 
ers at Sherbourne Street Metho- 

dist Church—An Interesting 
Session.

[From the Toronto Globe.]
The spacious school-room of the Sher- 

bourne Street Methodist Churob was 
crowded to the doors Monday night to listen 
to the proceedings of the “royal commis­
sion on the liquor traffic," conducted under 
the auspices of the Epworth League of 
Christian Endeavor. The commissioners 
were Rev. J. F. German, M.A. (chairman), 
Mr. Emerson Coatsworth, M.P., and Mr. 
Joseph Tait, M.P.P. The cause of the pro­
hibition party was ably conducted by Mr. 
N. W. Rowell and Mr. 13. E. Swayzie ap­
peared as counsel for the antis.

In opening the case, Mr. Rowellexplained 
that the two points they would endeavor to 
consider were, watt prohibition desirable and

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The first witness called by Mr. Rowell 
was Mr. J. W. Dowd, of the Smead-Dowd 
Company. He deposed that he was a large 
employer of labor, and much preferred 
temperance men to drinking men. The 
drinking habit was a disadvantage to bust- 
ness. Those who took liquor did not 
attend to their work as well after a holi- 
day; it always took them two or three 
days to sober up. As a conse- 
quence their families suffered, their chil- 
dren were badly looked after and their 
homes neglected. In his opinion it would 
be a decided benefit to the country to 
adopt a total prohibitory law, and he 
believed it would be practicable if the 
people were in favor of it. It would be as 
easy to enforce it as to enforce the law 
against smuggling; perhaps easier. He had 
not had much experience of prohibitory 
laws in the United States, but while in- 
spector of schools there he found that the 
children of drinking parents were far worse 
off worse cared for and less regular at 
school than those from temperance homes. 
He was satisfied that those children were 
severely handicapped in the race of life.

To Mr. Swayzie witness said he was & 
Sunday school teacher and knew his Bible 
pretty thoroughly. He held that the 
Bible was both a set of rules and a guide 
upon the principles of which a man should 
order his actions. He believed it distinctly taugh prohibition when it said, "Look not 

the wine when it is red,” etc. The 
injunction of St. Paul to Timothy to take a 
little wine for his stomach’s sake was not a 
case in point. He had never taken it for 
his stomach’s sake. (Laughter.) A thing 
might not be wrong in itself and yet wrong 
in its working. He admitted that God 
gave man a choice between right a wrong, 
but added that he would not give a choice 
where harm resulted from man’‘s action. 
He did not know that unlicensed selling in- 
creased under a prohibition law. Swat.

Dr. 0. R. Avison, called by Mr. Sway- 
zie, gave his opinion that the habit of 
drinking alohohl was due to the craving for 
stimulant, the result of overwork or worry. 
Therefore, the condition of life must 
changed so that either there should be no 
need for the stimulant or that the body 
could get needed rest. Enforced abstinence 
did not eradicate the eraving. To Mr. 
Rowell he said he could not declare that 
those who drank most worked hardestu 
moderate drinkers could, in his opinion, 
do as much work as total abstainers. As a 
rule total abstainers had the best chance in 
sickness. Excessive drinking was detri- 

mental and the liquor traffic was as a whole detrimental. Moral suasion was better
