Upon Us Jury Decides He Killed Neighbor 
When Defending Himself.

Wow North Bay, Ont., Sept. 28.—John Mc* 
Dougall, charged with the murder of 
Laurent Morin in the Township Of Phelps 
on April 4 last, was yesterday found not 

guilty by the jury after deliberating two 
hours. Morin was shot dead by Meal 
Dougall after an altercation over a tally, 
pole which Morin was cutting on pro- 
perty of McDougall’s son. Accused’s 
contention was that Morin had set his 
dog on him, and in firing at the dog. 
The hit Morin by mistake..

Judge Sutherland, in commenting on 
the verdict, told McDougall that the 
most he could have hoped for wase 
verdict of manslaughter on the evidence 
of witnesses and his own admissions in 
the box. The judge’s remarks indi- 
cated strong disapproval with the ver- 
diet, and he commented on the increase 
of crime in Canada due, in his opinion, 
to the indiscriminate carrying of weap- 
ons.

The prisoner, who is a man of 60 
years, was then discharged from custody, 
after thanking the jury for their verdict.

George Evans, charged with man- 
slaughter in causing the death of Charles 
Russell at Thornloe on Aug. 10 last, 
was found not guilty by the jury and 
discharged. Russell and Evans were at 
a garden party, where one of the guests 
lost a tie pin, and Evans accused Rus- 
sell of taking it A fight resulted, in 1 
which Evans struck Russell, who died ‘ 
shortly after from a fractured skull and 
a clot of blood on the brain. Medical evi- 
dence showed that Russell’s, skull was 
abnormally thin.
