Kagoshima, - the nearest big city to
Sakura, while it suffered great dam-
age from the earthquake, does not
appear to have sustained a severe loss
of life; Ijuap, former Japanese min-
ister to China, who lives in Kago-
shima, sent a despatch to the foreign
office in which he said that ten per-
sons have been killed and thirty in-
jured and also stated that the greatest
confusion vrevailed in the city.
GOVERNOR’S RESIDENCE DOWN.

Other telegrams report that the
harracks, governor's residence and the
temples were among the buildings
wrecked in Kagoshima. The soldiers
are camped in the squares of the city,
while the population has sought
refuge in shrines and temples In
the hills.

POSTOFFICE COLLAPSES.

The postoffice was one of the first
buildings to collapse in Kagoshima at
the start of the earthquake disturb-
ance. The staff escaped, and after
the first panic erected a hut in a
field and are now busily engaged in
repairing the telegraph equipment.

Kagoshima is protected from loot-
ers by patrols of police and troops.

FOREIGNERS SAFE.

All foreigners who were in the
vicinity are safe. Several mission-
aries were stationed at Kagoshima.

A TERRIFYING SIGHT,

Sakura-Jima, at the
eruption, is pictured in |
terrifving mountain of fire. The air
is thick with ashes and smoke. The
police and soldiers of Kagoshima,
soon after the disturbance began,
made many rescues from the island
of Sakura. The people first did
not seem to realize their danger and
were slow in trying to escape. It
i{s feared that many were killed be-
fore reaching the seashore. :l‘!a(_»vl.»z»
ands, pm.\meﬂ by a4 rain of flery
stones, knelt on the beach, h:}lf sx‘nb—
merged in water and g‘('faucula..tc-.d
wildly the steamer, and fishing
boats aid.

SENDING SUPPLIES TO REFUGEES

Official advices from
dated yesterday, reported that place
shrouded with ashes from the erup-
tion of Sakura-Jima. Energies there
are directed toward the repair of the
railroad, so that water and rice may
be sent to the hungry refugees near
Kagoshima.

With the distress by the
volcanic eruptions and earthguakes in
thd south and serious fami in the
north, the government is bending
every energy to relieve the double af-
fliction. Naval vessels, with food and
other supplies, will be sent as speed-
ilv as possible.

In Tokio this morning a sulphurous
odor in the air was followed Dby
gqualls, thunders and rain. The
storm attributed to the disturbed
meteorological conditions resulting
from the earth disturbances in the
south,
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WHOLE VILLAGE PERISHED?
[Canadian Press.]

Miyazaki, Japan, Jan. 14—A party
of refugees from the siricken island
of Sakura in the Gulf of Kagoshima
arrived here today and reported that
the inhabitants of 300 houses com-
posing the village of Seto on that
4sland, lost their way in trying to
reach the seashore and escape, and
probably all perished together.

The refugees believe also that many
others were drowned in trying to swim
across the gulf to Kagoshima.

The volcano of Sakura-Jima is said
to have completely changed its form,
scveral new craters having opened.

The hail of ashes ccased here today
after lasting for 36 hours, and a heavy
rain has cleared the atmosphere.

AIll the horses in the
stable at the time were saved. The fire
was brought under control about
o’clock. The buildings destroyed
largely covered by insurance.

The so!~
diers sleep on bare, slanting floors,
lying as close together as they can. In
their four-years’ service they get one
month’s vacation at home, but must re-
port daily to the local adjutant. On
driil if they misunderstand or make
a slight mistake, they are struck with
the fists of the sergeant, and if they
raise taeir hapd to ward off the blow
they go to prison for three or four
months. Frequent flogging is a com-
monplace experiance in the Russian
soldier’s life. i
