LONDON. Sept. 16.-9:20 p.m. —[Canadian Press.]
LONDON, Sept. 18.—"The democracy 

of Great Britain have kept faith of 
Ireland, and it is now the duty of honor 
for Ireland to keep faith with them," 
says John Redmond, the Irish leader, 
tn a manifesto, issued tonight, in which 
he calls on Irishmen to bear their share 
in the war in which the Empire is en­
gaged.

"The Irish people," Mr. Redmond 
continues, “know and appreciate the 
fact fully that at last, after centuries 
of misunderstanding, the democracy of 
Great Britain have finally and irre­
vocably decided to trust them and give 
them back their national liberties.

“By overwhelming British majorities 
a charter of liberty for Ireland has 
three times been passed by the House 
of Commons, and in a few hours will be 
the law of the land. The new era has 
opened in the history of the two na­
tions. During the long discussion of 
the Irish problem in Parliament and 
on the platform, we promised the Brit- 
ish people that a concession of liberty 
would have the same effect in Ire­
land as in every other part of the Em­
pire, notably, in recent years, in South 
Africa, that dissatisfaction would give 
way to friendship and good will and 
that Ireland would become a strength 
instead of a weakness to the Empire." 

Ireland Must Bear Share.
Mr. Redmond then goes on to speak 

of the war. saying:
“It is a just war, provoked by the 

intolerable military despotism of Ger­
many—it is a war for high ideals of 
human government and international 
relations, and Ireland would be false to 
her history, to every consideration of 
honor, good faith and self-interest, did 
she not willingly bear her share in its 
burdens and its sacrifices.

"We have a rights to claim that Irish 
sympathy bound our country to Great 
Britain, always given our quota, and 
more than our quota, to the firing line; 
and we shall do so now.

"We have a right to claim that Irish 
recruits for an expeditionary force 
should be kept together as a unit and 
officered, as far as possible, by Irish­
men—to form, in fact, an Irish brigade, 
so that Ireland may gain national cre­
dit for their deeds and feel like the 
other communities of the Empire, that 
she, too. has contributed an army bear­
ing her name in this historic struggle." 

With the formation of an Irish bri­
gade for service, Mr. Redmond asks

LONDON. Sept. 16.-7:40 p.m.—The 

foreign office issued this evening in the 
form of a white paper the report of 
Sir Maurice De Bunsen, late British 
ambassador at Vienna, on the rupture of 
diplomatic relations with Austria, in 
which the ambassador declares that 
Austria and Russia had about reached 
an agreement on the Austro-Servian 
dispute when their conversations “were 
cut short by the transfer of the dispute 
to the more dangerous ground of a 
direct conflict between Germany and 
Russia.”

The ambassador says that although 
two days previously he had refused to 
consent to the continuance of the con­
versations at St. Petersburg, Count Von 
Berchtold, the Austro-Hungarian Min­
ister of Foreign Affairs, on July 30, al­
though Russia had been partially mob­
ilized, agreed in a most friendly man­
ner that the conversations should be 
continued.

Austria Had Conceded.
“From now onwards," says the am­

bassador, "the tension between Ger­
many and Russia was much greater 
than between Austria and Russia, as 
between the latter an arrangement 
seemed almost in sight, and on August 
1, I was informed by Count Schebeko, 
the Russian ambassador, that Count 
Szapary (Austrian ambassador at St. 
Petersburg) had at last conceded the 
main point of issue by announcing to 
M. Sazonoff, the Russian Foreign Min­
ister, that Austria would consent to 
submit to mediation the points in the 
note to Servia, which seemed incom­
patible with the maintenance of Ser­
vian independence.

Peace Was In Sight.
"M. Sazonoff had accepted this pro­

posal on condition that Austria would 
refrain from actual invasion of Ser­
via. Austria, in fact, had fully yield­
ed, and that she herself at this point 
had good hopes of a peaceful issue is 
shown by the communication made to 
you on the first of August by Count 
Mensdorff (Austrian ambassador at 
London) that Austria had neither

They went back steadily before the 
French and English armies, fighting 
only rear gaurd actions until their right, 
in command of General Von Kluck, got 
across the Aisne. Then they turned and 
delivered several counter attacks, which 
however, acording to the British official 
report, were repulsed, the Germans leav­
ing 200 prisoners in the hands of the 
British

to envelop the German right, or to 
break up the Crown Prince’s army on 
the left, remains to be seen. It is 
known that the German right wing
has been considerably reinforced, so 
that it would be more difficult than 
before to work around that wing, while 
the German left and centre, which 
also have seen a lot of hard fighting, 
and held their positions until the re­
tirement of the right compelled them 
also to fall back, doubtless have been 
stiffened, despite the fact that many 
troops have been sent to the eastern 
frontier.

Losses Have Been Enormous.
Neither side has attempted to make 

any estimates of the losses in killed, 
wounded and captured during the bat­
tle of the Marne, but they must have 
been enormous, and will doubtless be 
a blow to all the countries concerned 
when they are disclosed.

Many German prisoners have fallen 
into the hands of the British, and *0 
great a number of prisoners and strog- 
glers have been taken by the French 
that the Minister of War refuses to 
make an estimate, for fear of being ac­
cused of exaggeration. The losses in 
captured all can stand, but it is the 
number of dead and wounded scattered 
through the field from the Marne thit 
it is feared they cannot stand. Motor­
cars with doctors have left London and 
Paris to search for any woun ted that 
might have been overlooked by the 
Army Ambulance Corps. It is known 
that many wounded are being cared for 
by peasants in their cottages, and it 
is these who will be taken to the hos­
pitals by the automobiles.

But even here 
this right wing, which has up to the 
present borne the brunt of the fighting in 
the advance and the retreat, is not alto­
gether safe, for the French army, 
operating from Amiens, clings to its 
flank, while the British and French 
forces continue to press in front.

where fighting has been going on in­
cessantly for more than three weeks, 
are even greater than those in France, 
and, according to official reports, the 
Russians are still following the Aus­
trian and German forces in the 
hope of striking another blow before 
they can reform.

One report from Petrograd says that 
the Russians have severed communi­
cations between Cracow and Przemysl, 
the two fortresses for which the Aus­
trians and their German allies are 
heading, and have begun an advance 
to sever communications between Gali­
cia and Budapest.

Russian General In Difficulty.
Meantime. the Russian general, 

Rennenkampf, who, according to Rus­
sian reports, invaded East Prussia, to 
compel the Germans to withdraw 
troops from the west and thus relieve 
the pressure on the allies, is having 
some difficulty in extricating himself 
from a difficult position. He has been 
compelled to fall back to fortresses on 
his own frontier, where he is awaiting 
the Germans under Gen. Von Hinden­
burg, whom some reports say the Ger­
man Emperor has joined.

The opinion is held that the Germans 
plan some bold stroke against Rennen­
kampf before the troops which have 
been engaged in Galicia can reach 
him. It is pointed out, however, that 
it would be a bold stroke indeed for 
the Germans to attack the Russian 
forts on the frontier or invade a coun­
try that within a few weeks will be a 
marsh and later a snow-covered wil­
derness.

The Servians and Montenegrins con­
tinue their advance into Bosnia and 
Herzegovina. The Servians, it is said, 
have advanced 25 miles beyond Sem- 
lin, so that in this event it is evident 
that little opposition is being offered

de Chalons. This is high, rough ground, 
in. many places covered by forest, which 
may by this time have been destroyed.

German Left Driven Back.
The German left has been driven back 

a little farther than the centre, and 
holds the ground from west of the 
Argonne hills, north of Varennes, which 
the French have occupied to the Meuse, 
which it crosses at Consenvoye, and 
thence southeastward to Metz.

The crossing of the Meuse, which the 
Germans have selected at Consenvoye, 
is just out of range of the fortress 
guns of Verdun, so that as far as the 
battle now pending is concerned, they 
have not to reckon with this strong­
hold. except as it offers support to the 
French in ease the allies are compelled 
to retire.
