There is no doubt that the birds
that visited London flew across and
around the city all night, arriving
about 11 o'clock and continuing until
very nearly six. From midnight until
2-.30 I was in and near Victoria park,
and often the birds flew so close to
the ground that I could count them
through the glass, and on one oc-
casion there were three flocks of
about forty, twenty and thirty to-
gether, and on one occasion I was
able to detect smaller and darker
birds, but the difficulty of seeing dark
birds by light reflected from the
ground is very great, and only when
the birds were very close was it
possible to see them. They flew at
varied altitudes, sometimes so low
that I could see them with the naked
eye, and sometimes SO high that 1
could not detect them even with the
glass.

Came Back Again.

After watching a flock disappear
trowards the northeast their voices
could be heard diminishing in volume
nuntil they were lost. and soon after
they would be heard coming back;
and after flying to or near the other
extremity of the city they would
again wheel and repeat the per-
formance. On one occasion. and it
was the last time I saw them. just
| sbout 2:30, they had formed into a
| beautiful crescent, consisting of thirty
or forty bir and behind the belly
of the crescent there were ten or
fifteen scattered birds. This flock was
going east and was the most beauti-
| ful sight of the night, so I felt par-
ticularly favored when I heard them
swing south and return, passing out
over me a second time, going north-
west. 'The temptation to stay up all
| night was very great and only the
| necessities of the morrow prevailed |

la convincing proof that a naturalist

It was probably jusi at hefore
dawn when the birds left here, and
one can only surmise where they |
went to.
