. Representatives of the fruit growers
“and boards of trade of British Colum-

bia and.prominent Ueficials of the C.|d

‘P. R. are conferring under the auspices
‘of the government as to the best
,methods of advanecing the fruit in-
dustry and removing some of the dis-
advantages under which it labors.
During the day a number of matters
Were drawn to the attention of the
meeting, chiefly in the matter of
freight rates and the minimum loads
allowed on cars in order to take ad-
vantage of the gates. Some of the re-
quests were refused, others were held
over and still others granted. Perhaps
‘the most important of these was the
reduction of minimum weights, for
which carload lots would be allowed,
from 30,000 1bs. to 24,000 Ibs: on mixed
cars of apples, pears, fresh fruits and
vegetables. As regards rates general-
ly, the result of the afternoomn’s dis-

. cussion appeared to be that the B. C.
fruit growers have not much room for
complaint. * Details regarding the
freight rates will be taken up at this
morning’s session.

The delegates were welcomed by the
Hon. Capt. Tatlow, who took the chair
at the morning session. He styled it
one of the mest jmportant gatheringe
which had ever come together in the
offices of the agricultural department.

{ The C. P. R, had been instrumental in
calling the meeting together, and
.whatever the faults of the rallway
company might be they should be
commended for having given free car-
riage to the fruit exhibits sent by the

. province to London. Exceptional ‘' ad-
.yantages had been accorded to the

‘. British Columbia fruit on its steamers,
and all interested in the industry must
.recognize a cause for gratitude for
what was done on that occasion.

Capt. Tatlow then called upon F. W.
Peters, who said that he and Mr. Mar-
pole had bheen approached by many
persons in British Columbia interested
n fruit growing, and had been asked
to attend a number of meetings on the
subject in different parts of the pro-
vince. Mr. Lannigan had also inter-
_viewed several people on the matter of
freight rates, so the speaker had com-
municated with the government and
arranged for this meeting. “The prest-

‘had not come\in from the déalers until
the last se was. practically over
and so it.'was not introduced then.
With regard to the reduced minimum
on the srpaller cars, he could not con-
sent to. that. Such a minimum was
not granted by any line - anywhere.
However there. were not more than one
per ‘cent. of the small cars being used
and no new ones were béing built so
the_evﬂ would goon remedy itself.

. Mr. Rogers claimed that most of the
cars supplied to Okanagan were 29
feet in length or smaller. The samé
question of aller cars came up in
subgequent "résolutions, and several
speakers intimated that they made
frequent appearances in British Co-
jumbia. Mr. Lanigan, howeéver, stood
firm. _ Mr, Peters said that he was
surprised to hear that so mdny small
.cars "sHould have gone to 'British Co-
lumbia, ‘but he would assure the meet-
ing that efforts would be made next
year to remedy thls, ‘and on this as-
surance ‘the resolution: was _ passed
minus the reference to the small cars.

Another resolution ‘was presented by
Messrs. Rogers: and. ‘Wanless © which
asked that the minimum weights for
carload Jots for fresh fruits in pack-
ages, consisting of prunes, plums,
cherries, peaches, apricots and berries
be ‘reduced from 20,000 lbs. to 18,000
Ibs. *as they could not be loaded to
that extent without damage’ Mr.
Lantgan pointed out that .this class of
goods was usually sent. by express, in
fact the C. P. R. was the only railroad

The next resolution dealt with rates
and Jed to a prolonged discussion. The
fruit growers want-the same rate into
 Winnipeg as is enjoyed by the On-
tarjo fruit growers in order to be able
to compete on an equality. Giving in-
stances, Mr. Rogers sald that the rate
of apples and pears from Qkanagan to
Winnipeg was 75c per cwt., while the
rate from Ontario to Winnipeg was
66c per cwt. . This was a most sérious
ifference;,and became. of ‘still greater
importance-to B. C. growers wheén it
was remembered ' that -their - iegst of
production ‘and:llving ‘was* considerab-
ly highér'than it'was in’the‘eéast. The
Dominton -Express Co. granted identi-
cal rates. - oGy T
. Mr. Lanigan :said that he had re-
cently mdde a pérsonal canvass-of the
Truit growers of Wingipeg- 'and .the
northwest in opder fo find out if pos-
sibly why the B. C. growers did not
{@o more business there. “At first he

thought it was because of'the’ Ontario
fruit, but afterwards he fpund .thdt
dess and less .Ontario fruit = found
its way to the Winnipeg market. Then
‘he thought it wag because too large
prices were asked for British Colum-
'bla fruit. Finally, however, he satis-
Bied himself that, neither -of these
{causes were thereal reason. The real
r%vmpet.mon in. Winnipeg, was  the
Washington, not the Ontario fruit, and
{the American: fruit ,was driving the
others out ;of the market. It was not
‘because the: forelgn fruit was better,
but becauyse: the growers. of Yakima
‘valley and Wenatchee ‘valley were
dumping their secorid grade fruit at
prices which were too tempting for
the dealers. Thus any ‘reduction in
freight rates would not help them, for
it “would be 'immediately met by the
American roads. They already had
the ad ‘in a less freight rate
and in'the 10c duty. This, however,
was more than counterbalanced by the
way the Canadfan grower was handi-
capped by the law. He was obliged
to pa_.ck and grade his fruit in a cer-
tain ‘way, and ‘the Fruit Act, which
was originally’ adopted to protect the
Ontafio growers, who do. not suffer
from "American competition, did not
apply to B. C. fruit arriving here in
closed . packages.

Fruit Growers’ Grievances.

A. J. 'Alcock, of Penticton, then ad-
dressed the meeting. Speaking as a
fruit grower he would say that it was
not freight rates that was bothering
the producer. Those could easily be
paid, it was the lack of a proper me-
thod of distributing and marketing
the fruit. He gave three instances
where practically nothing had been
realized upon shipments, and said that
fruit was being allowed to waste be-
cause it did not pay to ship. Last
vear the growers had sold fruit for 8
cents a-lb., the freight rate was about
%c per lb., and it retailed on the
northwest market for 15-to 20 cents a
pound. Who was getting the differ-
ence? ¥ .

They were told at the time that it
was due to a glut on the market, but
he went to the prairies to find out,
and found that it was a glut in prices
which caused all the trouble. The
fruit did mnot sell, because people
could not afford to pay the prices
asked. Arrangements should be made
8o that the grower could deal direct
with the consumer, and the speaker
suggested a plan whereby the consum-
er could deposit his money in the bank
and then send his receipt and .order
direct to the groweér. In this way
both the consumer and the grower
would be:protected. He claimed that
the retallers on the prairies were
making from 75 per cent. to 300 per
cent. profit on the fruit they handled.
Such a scheme as he suggested would
open up an unlimited market. As it
was last season he knew of cattle be-
ing fed on splendid fruit.

Mr. Palmer suggested that he draw
up a paper embodying his views and
submit it to the = meeting, This he
agreed to do, and the meeting shorfly
afterwards adjourned. -

Mr. Robertson, of the Central Fruit
Exchange,” §aid the: gquestion of mar-
keting the fruit was a.great problem.
He thought the question of ' express
and freight rates not worth taking in-
to ‘account.  As regards.co-operation,
individuals who could do so might find
it of benefit to Work singly; but co-
Gpemftﬁ% was, gBsolutely necessary for
the ‘shall Brower. ~ He reféerred to the
success of co-operation under govern-
ment supervision of the dairymen of
Alberta; but ‘thought the fruit busi-
ness could not'be handled in the same
way. The arrangement of the price
by a supervisory 'board was imprac-
ticable, as the goods were too perish-
able ‘and quick action was necessary.
The local organizdtion was, though,
indispensible until the growers were
prepared to put the business of selling
their output into one ' man’s hands
which they . were not prepared to do.
If they were they would save millions
of dollars. Mr.: Woodford, the .gen-
eral manager’ of the California Fruit-
growers’ association had said the fruit
growing business ‘in ‘California would
have met with' disaster if growers had
not forced into co-operation. This was
done on the principal that the grower
assigned” his crop te-the local associa-
tion and thé local association contract-
ed with the central association to
hand;e all the output. Against the
operations of the central management
the individual had no recourse. Local
organizations in British Columbia
should be perfected first.

‘With regard 'to- strawberries, Mr.
Robertson explained the  situation
which' existed 'at Vancouver last year.
After the market ’hdd been glutted in
less than five days 40,000 crates were
put on the Seattle market and jobbers
were asked by a' long distance tele-
phone from Seattle to take delivery at
any price as Iow 'as 50 cents a crate.
This had resulted in the low prices
obtained for strawberries last year.

at Kelowna and making other improve-
ments.

It had been the custom to ice the car
the day before loading, and he bore
out what had been said about fruit
heating in the car., The company was
putting in a supply of 750 tons of ice
at Okanagan Landing, :which it' was
thought, would be sufficient. It would
be of great benefit if the shippers
would advise them of the probable in-
crease in shipments, so that prepara-
tions might be made accordingly.

Capt. Gore said that complaints had
been ‘made about fruit deterforating
in tramnsit, but the trouble was that
the shippers did not agree on the best
system, His idea was to follow' the
' shippers’ instructions as to packing
and se forth. They wefe not froit
growers themseives and wel¢omed ad-
vice. 7o

Kootenay Requirements.

So far as Kootenay was comcerned,
he had had a conference with sbme of
the growers the night ‘before, and
thought an amicable arrangement had
been arrived at. A special boat and
t barge would be provided.

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An amended resolution was then
brought forward asking the govern-
ment to loan money for the purposes
'of eold storage plaqts, on similar lines
to the state-alded creameries. Mr.
Palmer pointed out that the demand
must’ be made definitely and at once,
if it were to pass this session. On the
question of sites, Mr,. Peters said the
only trouble was that sites might be
wanted everywhere. He .thought there
would be no objection to leasing
grotind for this purpose at transfer
points. Maxwell Smith thought there
should be a central cold storage plant
at Vancouver, erected .by the C.P.R.
Mr. Ricards thought that the growers
generally had so much invested in
their orchards that they could not
also finance cooling warehouses and
cold storage plants. He thought the
€.P.R.was the natural body to under-
take this work, and a resolution to
this effect was proposed and. carried.
A Ask Government Aid
"~ Another resolution was proposed
and carried, asking the provincial
government to erect and maintain cold
storage warehouses at various distri-
buting points in the prairies.

Messrs. Ricardo, Ager and J. J.
Campbell were appointed a committee
to interview the C.P.R. and the pro-
vinecial government with the idea of
getting the resolutions that had been

assed acted upon.

- The next resolution asked the Do-y
minion government to raise the duty
on fresh fruit to a parity with the
American duty. It was pointed out
that 50 per cent. of the fruit consum-
ed on the prairies was American, and
only about 15 pev cent. British Co-
lumbian. - Mr. Lanigan thought that
the consumers would prevent this duty
going up, and suggested that the gov-
ernment should appoint additional - in-
spectors at the four principal ports of
entry. Also they might ask for an
amendment to the law regarding the
marking and grading of American
grown frult, so as to make it more
rigorous. The resolution as to duty
was carried by a small Ama.jority.

J. J. Campbell offerecc a resolutlon
asking for Dominion legislation that
all imported packages of fruit be com-
pelled- to bear the name and address
of the grower, and in other respects
conform to requirements exacted from
the domestic grower.. Maxwell Smith
said that the majority of foreign ship-
ments were properly marked, and in
any event the local:importer was com-
'pelled to, do the grading and marking
before offering fruit for sale. He
claimed British Columbla fruit grow-
ers did not always conform to the re-
gulations, and in fact many localr
growers did not put up their goods
properly. Those who did had no trou-
ple in finding a market. British Co-
lumbia fruit growers should have more
unity, and spend less time in picking
holes in other districts. Co-operation
was the right system, but proper busi-
ness methods had not prevailed.

U. 8. Fruit Not Graded

' Mr. Ricardo said that he - knew
from personal enquiries that second
grade fruit was sent in here to com-
pete with our No. 1 Mr. Cunning-
ham, fruit pest inspector, said that
he knew of carloads of fruit coming
in from the States, not properly mark-
ed or marked at all. They were mark-
ed as they pleased by the consignees.

Maxwell Smith said shis was not
true, but Mr. Cunningham stuck to
his point, and said that the immense
quantities of such fruit imported in
Vaneceuyer alpne showed there W
somethipg wrnong. . Mr. Smith, sald the
fruit was hot inspected at the border
as it would hamper trade. i

Mr. Pitcairn brought up the ques-
tion of express tariffs and weights.
He said that the tariffs were unintel-
ligible, and complained that the min-
fmum weight of 40 pounds, which had
been in use for years, had been raised
to 46 pounds without notice. As :to
Boundary, they might grow their own
fruit, but Okanagan growers could
get in early in the season, and the
gspeakers’ firm was shipping there very
considerably.

Mr. Stout, in reply, said that there
had been clerical errors in the tariff,
which would- not be repeated, and a
new tariff woulC be available shortly.
As to weight, it was found by experi-
énce that apple boxes averaged 45 to
43 pounds. Shipments to Boundary
to Okanagan, entailed five tranship-
ments.  With such indirect communi-
cation he could not afford a ‘lower
rate. »

As to rates to Winnipeg, Mr.
cairn pointed out that they had been
twice raisedl, in the last few years.
Taking up the express rates, Mr. Stout
showed they did not exceed, but some-
timies were less than, the usual freight
rate. Ninety-five per cent. of fruit
handled last year went to the prairies.
At present fruit express business did
not pay. Complaints had been made
as to merchandise rates, and if they
had to be.lowered, there might have
to be readjustments of the fruit tariff.
He would suggest that the fruit grow-
ers be content with what they had got.
The resolution was withdrawn.

"Po 4 resolution asking that Victoria
be placed on the same footing as Van-
couver as regards Winnipeg rates, Mr.
Stout said that the extra 25 cents re-
presented the cost of the extra steamer
carriage from Victoria to Vancouver.

J. J. Campbell introduced a motion
that the regulations be strictly en-
forced in the protection. of the British
Columbia fruit growers. He had per-
sonally observed the laxness mentioned
by Mr. Smith, and thought the leniency
shown was a mistake.. J. M. Robert-
son approved of the Fruit Marks act,
but it was of no value unless it were
rigidly enforced. If people were not
honest, they should be made honest.
Such enforcement was the greatest
proteetion to the British Columbia
fruit growers. He greatly admired the
provincial department of agriculture
because of their fearless enforcement
of the law.

Mr. Stirling thought that the motion
was unfair, as to misrepresenting Mr.
Smith’s words. Wihat he meant was
that he had not proceeded to extremi-
ties, when people had erred through
ignorance.

Maxwell: Smith said he had not used
the words in the sense put upon them.
He had merely said that they had not
en{orced the law with the strictness
which might have been possible. His
instructions were to enforce the law
with tact, use leniency, avoid harsh-
ness but*tighten the strings gradually.

Mr. Lanigan said he would take
home and consider a number of rate
requests that had been made, and after
a vote of thanks had been passed the
C. P. R. for- the interest shown in or-
ganizing the conference, the assem-
blage dispersed.

BILL FOR PROTECTION
OF GAME ANIMALS

Chief Commissioner of Lands
Brings in a Drastic
Measure

(From Tuesday's Daily)

A bill having for its object the fur-
nishing of more. adequate protection
for the game of .the Province was in-
troduced ‘in the legislature yesterday
by message by the- Chief Commission-
er, of Lands. One of the chief. provi-
sions of the bill is that forbidding the
use of the automatic shotgun in the
pursuit of game in this provinge.

The bill makes it an offence to buy,
or sell, or to offer to buy or sell, the
heads of mountain sheep, elk, moose
or caribou, -or the.teeth -of wapiti or
elk. The sale of pretected birds and
animals during .the close seagon  is
prohibited, “provided always, that if
lawfully killed and obtained they may
be expeosged for sale for five days-im-
mediately after the commencement of
such periods of protection, and may
be had in possession for the private
use of the ewner and his family for
fifteen days.immediately after the
commencement of such- period of pro-
tection, -but -‘game shall not be kept in
cold storage at.any . time.”

“A license to hunt deer, bear and
goats for any one month between Sep-
tember 1:and December 16; the fee to
be paid for such a license shall be $25.

“A license to hunt bear in the spring
between 'December 1 and July 15; the
fee for such license shall be $25.”

; " Penalties Stated
The .penalties for infractions of the
act are set out as follows:

“For shooting each mountain sheep
during the close season, not less, than
fifty dollars or more than one hundred
and fifty dollars: 4

“For shooting each mountain sheep
in excess of ‘tHe number allowed by
this Act, not less than fifty dollars
or more than one hundred and fifty
dollars:

“For shooting ewe or lamb of the
mountain, sheep at any time for each
animal, not less than fifty dollars or
more than one hundred and fifty dol-
lars: :

. “For shooting mountain goats dur-
ing the close season not less than
twenty-fivg dollars or more than one
hundred dollars for each animal:

“For -shooting mountain goats in
excess of the number allowed by this
Act, not less than twenty-five dollars
or more than one hundred.dollars for
each animal: s

“For shooting moose, wapiti or cari-

bou during -the close season, not less |,

than fifty dollars or more than two
hundred dollars for each animal:,

- “For shooting moose, wapiti or cari-
bou in excess of the number allowed
by this Act, not less than fifty dollars
or more than two hundred dollars for
each animal:

“For shooting any species of deer,
other than moose, wapiti or caribou,
during the close season, not less than
twent-five dollars. or more than one
hundred dollars for each animal:
