oorshave heard that no fewer than 850.000 
women are employed in the manufac­
turé of war supplies alone.

The women in the ‘munitions fac­
tories get to work early in the morn­
ing, some of them at 5 o’clock. They 
wear overalls and take their places 
at great lathes and drill, at forges 
and riveting machines, operating them 
with marvellous skill, in fact almost 
as well as the most expert machinists. 
Those who are less efficient are occu­
pied with less important work, such 
as filling cartridges with powder, the 
adjustment of caps and the assort- 
ment and packing of the finished pro- 
duct.

They work long hours but their 
pay is good. I met one man who told 
me that his daughter is working in a 
munition factory, not because she is 
compelled to earn a living, but because 
she wants to do her part for fier cou- 
ntry. She is engaged in packing car- 
tridges and her pay is £3.10c. a week, 
which is approximately $17 a week in 
America.

PRETTY ‘BUS CONDUCTORS.
To the visitor in London the most 

striking thing at first is the girls, who 
take the fare on the huge, lumbering 
autobuses that rumble along the 
strand and through the other streets. 
Moat of them are young and pretty. 
They wear skirts that come just below 
their knees, with tightly-laeed high 
boots. Their uniforms are of blue 
serge, and their hair is tucked up 
neatly under a chic turban hat. 
Their ticket cases and coin holders are 
slung over their shoulders . The au­
tomobiles are dirven by men—older 
men unfit for army service—because 
of the danger of London traffic.

The uniforms of the women letter- 
carriers are similar to those of the 
autobus girls. These women go the 
rounds of the business and residential 
sections in exactly the same way as 
do men in America. And they are 
just as efficient.
