Egypt and her war—what shall be ’ome of 
her and why is she ao troubled Î For the 
firat time eiuce Dr. Wild liaa been in Tor­
onto I attended hia church last Sunday 
evenirfg with hundreds of others to hear 
what could be said on the subject of the 
war in Egypt. Well Dr. Wild saya that 
the war in Egypt is a matter of prophecy 
—that Isaiah foretold its now position 700 
years before the coming of Christ : God, 
shall smite Egypt and again shall heal her 
and Christian England, nor infidel France 
shall be the instrument; that Gladstone is 
the blind instrument used by God in so 
doing; that Gladstone had commenced the 
war but could not finish it, 
sion would probably be left to a new gov- 
eminent. He then went oil to say what he 
bad foretold of the matter years ago, and 
tf the coming war of Armageddon—or 
of all the nations of the earth. 
He wound up by saying that prophecy it 
true, that the bible is true ; no man can deny 
it that what is foreordained in it must take 
place, and this war must take place, as the 
determined will of God 2500 years ago, and 
must end as God in Isaiah foretold. I have 
read and reread hundreds of ti^ea the very 
wonderful book of 
whether he believes it 
It is sublime in its imagery, grand in its 
conceptions, pure in its morality, God-like 
in ita aspirations and wonderful in its pro­
phetic mysteries. I must confess that there 
is sometning strange in the lact that Glad­
stone should have been (as it were) compell­
ed by hurrying events, by circumstances he 
seemingly could not control, against his 
better opinions, to go into this great war of 
oppression—oppression to a people who 
really have done England no harm. There 
was no apparent danger to the Suez canal. 
No one was injured before our Eng 
guns commenced to batter down 
Alexandria. An imbecile eastern 
debanchere was set up by English and 
French rule over Egypt. The people 
not like him. He was used as a French and 
English tool to extort taxes from the peo­
ple—compelled to hand over hie custom 
revenues to them—through missions ap­
pointed by them to receive the money. 
Such a blood-sucking process might have 
gone on forever. Who was to stop it and 
when was it to be stopped ? The gov­
ernment of Egypt had borrowed money of 
France and England was striving to get her 
interest out of the money sh% bad invested 
in the great canal. Seemingly the ex­
tortion of taxes was at the bottom of the 
whole affair. Suddenly we find a man 
named Arabi, who seems to have got a 
hold on the affecioins of the army of Egypt 
and probably of the people too—arise like 
a motor over the great deserts of Arabia 
and confront the two great nations of 
Europe,France and England—defying them 
and bringing against them the wild trib s*uf 
the desert, the deceudants of Esau 
Is it patriotic in this man to do this, aud is 
he justified ? XVhat says the World on this 
matter ? It must be remembered that he 
and his assistants all over Arabia and 
Egypt and many parts of Asia believe that 
the Koran is the tiuth aud that Mahomet 
is God’s prophet. Yes, just as sincerely as 
we believe that Christ is the true Messiah. 
They believe that not only is their country 
ruthlessly invaded by strangers, and taxed 
to support foreigners, but that the true reli­
gion is to be tram tiled down and crushed.
It is patriotism iu them to oppose the in­
vaders, and arc the invaders justified in in­
vading and destroying the people ? Did the 
English, American or European nations of 
the continent, apart from France, justify 
the French in taking Tunis and murdering 
the people of the desert ? By no means. 
What better would an invasion of Egypt 
be at this this time. It may be admitted 
that England and France are justified in pro­
tecting the Suez canal. When it is done there 
rights are ended. If it is held that be­
cause Egypt is weak or misgoverned these 
nations have the right to slaughter her 
people—then any great nation may do the 
same to a weaker one in any part of the 
world. In other words “might makes 
right. ” How would England like this rule 
applied to any of her colonies or to Ireland. 
Outside nations may think Ireland mis­
governed. XVould they (say France or 
Germany for instance) be justified in inter­
posing in behalf of Ireland ? Fi ance under­
took at the eloae of the late American civil 
war to conquer and interfere in Mexico, on 
nearly the eame ground that she is now 
interfering in Egypt, but the American 
nation would not permit it, and Muxiinillisn 
fell a sacrifice. But Dr. Wild aaye this 
war is one necessary to fulfil a prophecy of 
2500 years ago. History shows very plainly
