The South Oxford Case.

Fortunately for the legislative assembly
‘the very sad testimony given by the medi
cal experts in the case of Mr. €rooks made
its duty in the premises easy and obvious.
The evidence given yesterday morning be-
fore the privileges and elections committee
left no room for doubt that Mr. Crooks is
hopelessly and incurably insane, and very
little doubt that the term of the unfortu-
nate gentleman’s life cannot now be a long
one.

The principal witness in the case was
Dr. Stearns, the superintendent of the in-
stitution in which Mr. Crooks is now con-
fined at Hartford, Connecticut. His testi-
mony was singularly luminous and left on

. the minds of all who heard him the con-
viction that nothing more was needed as a
basis of action. The personal relatives of
Mr. Crooks who have been named by the
chancery division a committee to take
eharge of his person and estate were also
examined, and all stated that they knew
of no reason: why the seat recently occu-
pied by him should not be declared vacant.

It is to be regretted that vhere should

have been even an appearance of want of
.unanimity in the pj ings in the house
when it was ed on to take action on

the report of the committee. Mr. Morris
after allowing the report to be adopted re-
quested a delay till Monday, to allow the.
members to have the printed tes-
timony before them. He was reminded
by Mr. Fraser that -he should have
suggested the delay when the report
was under consideration. It would have
been better for Mr, Morris to have pressed
the matter no further when he saw that
his standing-ground was gone. It would
have been more seemly for Mr. Fraser to
have refrained from imputing to the oppo-
sition sinister motives in seeking to delay
the issue of the writ. The subject was a
poor one to wrangle about, and wrangling
Wwas as unnecessary as it was unseemly.

The motion to issue a writ was carried
and the document went west last night.
. Of course Mr. Noxon, the liberal nominee,
will be returned by a majority of hundreds
if there is a contest. It would, therefore,be
a gracefulact to allow the people of South
Oxford a dispensation from a contest and
the presence of their new member for even
a brief space in the aswsembly during the
present session.

Monopoly.

Elsewhere we print a letter addressed by
the president of the Ontario and Quebec
railroad to the Toronto members of the
house of commons. Mr. Osler’s letter is a
protest against the open attempts of the
Grand Trunk company to acquire the mo-
" nopoly of railroad traffic in Ontario. It
is a protest that should be echoed by eve.y
Roard of trade, newspaper and public man
between Montreal and Sarnia. The pro-
posed assistance to the Canadian Pacific
will evidently be conditional, and the
company is to give a quid pro quo.
Stripped of all that is obscure or involved,
it all comes to this: The assistance must
be given, or the Grand Trunk will have
this province at its mercy. On this point
Mr. Osler’s admirable letter is clear. It
'is true that public opinion made itself felt,
and Grand Trunk intimidation received its
quietus. Even the premier is not
secure from Mr. Hickson’s domineering
and threatening impertinences, and the
‘Toronto members will do well to bear a
hand in rebukinz a min who has come to
believe himself at liberty to dictate to par-
liament.  Toronto has cause to be deeply
grateful to the men who have built the
Ontario and Quebec road, and if we are
slow to appreciate the fact it would serve
us right if the two companies should
amalgamate and so deprive our trade of
the enormous advantages that will be
reaped from a competitive line of railway
between Toronto and Montreal.

Grocers’ Rights.

To the Editor of The World

Sir: I hope that yeu will permit one who
has been engaged in this city since boyhood
in the sale of liquors both retail and whole-
sale to say a few words in explanation of
the position of a much abused class,to wit,
the licensed grocers. I yield to no man in
my admiration for true temperance in all
things, whether in  eating, or
drinking, or conduct or language.
Certainly the self-called temperance men
who attended the meeting in St. Andrew s
hall the other night were intemperate in
language and conduct. They would listen
neither to argument nor to persuasion, and
evinced a temper and a bigotry that any
licensed grocer wou'd have been ashamed
to display. The manner in which they
trooped in the salvation army to break up
the discussion capped the climax of their
uncharitable and ungentlemanly conduct.

The present purpose of these people in
entering the wedge of prohibition is plain-
ly to carry their point at any cost. No
one can say that during my long experience
in this city, as a dealerin liquors, that I
ever did anything to either violate the laws
of the land or to .injure my fellow men.
What is the return that irresponsible agi-
tators would now make to me? They
would break up the only business with
which T am familiar av my time of life, de-
stroy my sole means of supporting my fam-
ily, and turn me adrift. And for what?
To gratify a few people who have not been
able to get the very licenses complained of,
aml to establish liquor stores such as are
the curses of cities in the United States.
Surely this is a christian work for clergy-
men and salvationists to engage in.

Attack the liquor traffic it you will, gen
tlemen; break it up if you can; but go to
the root of the matter. Do not pretend
that you are promoting temperance
when  you ruin - mé and others
in order that some wealthy mon-
opolist may start a laurce liguor store
irom which grocers will be compelied t-
fill their orders for customers who desire
liquor sent home with their groceries, as
is even done now by grocers who have no
license.

We are fighting this campaign as fairly
and as respectably as our opponents by
their hisses wil! permit us, and we use no
harsh retaliations. But we have a right
to demand fair play. Every decent tem-
perance man must admit that we should
at least be given time to get rid of oar
home ordered and imported -stocks; some
of which are still on the way, and to run
out our leases, some of which have years
to run.

NAPOL&ON THE GREAT,

His Infirmity Repeated fn the Experi-
esice 6f a Leading Public Man—
Truths for the Aged.

From the Syracuse, N. Y., Courier.
“How long has he been in public ser-

vice 1”
“Before the memory of the oldest in-

habitant.”

““And he has kept his name untarnished
during all that period ?”

‘“‘Abgolutely !

“He is a man I should like to meet.”

The above conversation occurred be-
tween two gentlemen at one of our leading
hotels. The interrogator was from abroad,
the other a resident of this city. The con-
versation had drifted into politics and
Hon. Thomas G. Alvord was the man
whose record and qualities were being dis-
cussed. To traee thie history of public
men who have grown old in the service .is
a task both interesting to the investigator
and entertaining to those who read his in-
vestigations. It was with _this truth in
mind that the writer set out to call upon
the man, about whom those politicians
were 80 earnestly talking, at his spacious
residence ou Turtle street.

Mzr. Alvord, who has been and is, fami-
liarly known as “ Old Salt,” owing to his
adyocacy of the salt interest, is now well
advanced in years, being on the shady side
of seventy. He has long, white hair and
a snowy beard which give him an appear-
ance both dignified and grand. His voice
is full and clear and the moment any
stranger comes into his presence he cannot
but be impressed with the inherent  power
of the man. Indeed he was endowed by
nature with an unusually strong organiza-
tion, both mentally and physically, which
all the strain of public life, both as speaker
of the assembly and lieutenant-gevernor,
failed, for many years, to in any way
undermine.

It was during the year 1881, while-Mr.
Alvord was a member of the assembly at
Albany, that he first began to feel most

culiar sensations. At that time he was
in the midst of very important work, which
was seriously interfered with by reason of
the mysterious troubles which seemed to
assail him.  He felt unaccountable nausea
almost constantly, accompanied by oc-
casional violent retchings. History re-
counts that Napoleon the Great, while in
the midst of his public career, was fre-
quently attacked by an enemy greater than
any he had ever faced, which came in the
same insidious yet violent manner as the
troubles that overtook Mr. Alvord, and are
to-day menacing so many thousands of
others. = In speaking on this subject to
the writer, Mr. Alvord said:

““This same bitter experience came to
me again in 1882 while I was a member of
the assembly, with symptoms identical
with those I had felt the year before. 1
believe it was largely caused by my ad-
vanced years, for I had a ‘worn out’ feel-
ing that was terrible.  This conclusion is
evidently the correct one, for I was again
attacked last summer while away from all
cares and recreating at my island in the
St. Lawrence river. I experienced a pain-
ful sense of fullness in the lower portion
of the body, accompanied by seusations of
feverish heat or chilling shudders. All
efforts to move my limbs or body were fol-
lowed by intense weariness or exhaustion.
Those who have reached my years can ap-
preciate my sensations.”

‘“‘And did neither yourself nor the phy-
sicians understand the cause or nature of
these troubles?”

‘It seems not entirely for the physicians
failed to relieve me and I kept growing
worse. I suffered intensely and the only
relief I could possibly obtain was by lying
upon my back, and this was only tempor-
ary.”

“But you are looking well and strong
now, Mr. Alvord. How did yoa bring
about the change 7

lar, and which I have found wonderfully
efficient—Warner’s Safe Cure.

who are advanced in years, might see and
converse with the veteran whose experi-
ence and knowledge have been so rich and
who is so firm a believer in the efficacy of
the remedy that cured him. There is no
excuse for shortening life, as so many have
done and are doing. There is no necessity
for ‘ breaking down” early in years.
Premature decay and death are a dis-
grace to our modern civilization. They
are wholly needless and men or women who
permit them when they can be so easily
avoided should blame no one but them-
selves, .
