him to come /earlier than he otherwise
would hove /done, He had attended &
meeting in New York, at which repte-
senstatives of the trunk lines were present,
discussing the present diffioulties, and the
" poussibility of coming fo an agree:
ment, Another meeting
held this week, and next week
gtill another, which Iatter 'he would
attend, With regard to the ramors of the
lease of Wedt Shore by she Grand Trunk
and Pepnsylvania, he oould only say
nothing whatever had beea done, and all
ruthors were, to 5y the least, premature,
snd qoite unsuthorized, When there
were only two roads from. New York to
Buffalo, such-action with one might have
been wise, but now there were four roads
ell eager for the Grand Tronk traffic, it
might be best for his road to keep ont good
terms and:exchange traffic with all. The
New York Central was not now unfriendly,
in fact the whole position had changed,
and the Central was just as anxions as any
other to obtain a share of their%ulluul
ond give them of their own, The local
business from Ontario to New York points
compelled the Central to keep on fair termg
with them to obtain a share,

Touching the doubling of the track:
between Toronto and: Montreal, Sir Heary
was rather indefinite as to time, He sald
¢hat as soon ae the company were in a
position to raise money for the purpose of
double tracking . between Toronto and
Montreal they would go on with the
work, but.at present it was impossible to,
paise the money. The statement that the
directors had thrown over Mr, Hickson in
the matter was wholly untrue. They were
prepared at the earliest potaible moment
to oarry out the agreement made /with
parliament. But, let us add, now that we
bave the Ontario and Quebec line the
country is not so anxious as it was some
years agb for this double track; and the
Grand Trunk people will realize “‘erelong”
that the money they spent so freely in the
States, also to capture the Great Western,
might in their own company’s interesta
have better been laid out between the chief
swo commercial cities of the dominion.,

In his fight with the American roads we
oan rather sympathize with Sir Henry,
after all, Itisa hard fight for him and
Mr, Hickson together, and for this reason
—that the American companies, however
much they may quarrel among themselves
are apt to make common cause against the
invader. It seems clear now that, had
neither the Grand Trunk nor the Great
Western ever attempted to own or to
control a single mile of railway west of the
Detroit and St. Clair rivers, it would have
been better for both companies to-day, and
for Canada immensely better. But the
doeed has beea dome, it cannot be recalled,
and now the Grand Trunk must at all
hagards complete ite American policy by
securing satisfactory commections between
the Niagara river and New York. We
shall probably soon see what success Sir
Henry is going to have in this direction,
