DYATU OF M, CHEVREUL,

The Eminent Fremeh Chemist Gone at a
Ripe 0ld Age—Brief Blography.
Panis, April9,—Michel Eugene Chevreul,
the distinguished chemist, is dead in his
103rd year.

[Miche! Eugene Chevren lwas born at Angers,
Aug. 31, 1786, Afler compleling his studies in
the centra) schoel of Angers he studied chemis-
try . under Vauquelin in Paris,und su uently
took charge of thelattor’s laboratory. In 1810
he became preparator of the chiemical course in
the natural history museum, and in_ 1813 pro-
essor in the Lycee Charlemagne. In 1824 h
was appointed director of the dye works and
professor of special chemistry at the Gobelins,
where he distinguished himself by fmportang
| researches on colors. In 1852 he received a
prize of for his work Recherches
chimiques sur les corvs gras d’origine animale,
which is yet of high value, having given rise
to the munufacture of stearine cundles and to
the use of oleic acid in the pre aration. of wool
for cloth. Another work of M. Chevreul's in-
troduced the practice pf charring che iuterior
of water casks. He published numerous works
whijch have been transinted into varions
Kuropean langnages. M. Chevreul continued
hislectures on chemistry until very recently,
and the 100th annivereury of his birth wus
celebrated three years ago with great enthus-
fasm, at which time the aged scientist was in
full enjoyment of all bis faculties.]
