WORKING HOURS ABROAD,

The Long Daily Toil of Artisans and Agri-
culturists on the Continent.

A Turkish working day lasts from sunrise to
sunsét, with certain intervals for refreshment
and repose, says Chambers’ Journal. In Mon-
tenegro the day laborer begins work between
5 and 6 in the morning, knacks off at 8 for
half an hour, works on till noon, rests until
2, and then labors on until sunset, This isin
summer, In winter he commences work at
734 or 8, rests from 12 to 1, and works unin-
terruptedly from that time to sunset. The
1 les respecting skilled labor are theoreti-
cally the same, but considerable laxity pre-
vails in practice. In Seryia the -principle of

fndividual conveniénce rules in every case.

In Portugal, from sunrise to sunset is the
nsual length of the working day. With
fleld laborers and.workmen'in the building
trade, the summer working day begins at 414
ord in the morning, and énds at 7 in the
evening, two or three hours’ rest being taken
in the middle-of the day. In winter the
hours are from 744 to 5, with a shorter inter-
val of re In manufactories the rule is12.
hours in summer and 10 in winter, with an
hour and & half allowed for meals.

Eleven hours is the average day’s labor in
Belgium, buv brewery men work from 10 to
17 bours; bric] rs 16; the cabinetmakers
of Brussels and Ghent are often af work 17
hours a day; tramway drivers are on duty
from 15'to 17 hours, with an hour-and-a-half
off at noon; railway guards sometimes’
know what it ig to work 19¢ hours at a
stretch, and in the mining districts women
are often kept at trucking ‘and similar heavy
labor for 13 or 14 hours,

The normal workday throughont Baxony is
thirteen hours, with two hours allowance for
meal- n%. Tn Baden the medium duration
of labor is from ten to twelve hours ; but in
some cases it far exceeds this, often rising to
fifteen hours in stoneware and china works
and cotton mills; in saw-mills to seventeen
hanrs; while the workers in the sugar refin-
eries, where the shift system is 1n vogue,
work for twenty-fours, then Lave
twenty-four bours free; and in too
'many  of the Baden factories Sunday
work is the rule. In Russian industrial es-
tablishments  the difference in the working
hours is something extraordinary, varying
from 6 to 20, It is remarkable that these
great divergencies occur in the same branches
of industry, within the same inspector's dis-
trict and among establishments whose

 produce realises the'same market price.
