BRITISH BUSINESS FIRMS 
SUFFER AS RESULT OF 

HIGHER POSTAL RATE
LONDON, Oct. 26.—(Canadian Press 

Cable.)—Business houses here which 
have much correspondence from Canada 
continue to suffer exasperations at the 
number of letters surcharged upon ar­
rival here, due, seemingly, to the new 
Canadian rates of postage to Great 
Britain not being yet grasped by the 
senders of the letters. The postage 
rate on letters from Canada to the 
British Isles Is now 4 cents for the first 
ounce and 3 cents' for each subsequent 
ounce.

The English business community con­
tinues to gird against British postal 
service on account of economies con­
nected therewith which, it is alleged, 
are not true economies, but merely re­
strictions upon the revival of business. 
The postmaster-general, Rt. Hon. F. G. 
Kellaway, in the House of Commons 
last night gave assurance that the mat­
ter would receive consideration as soon 
as the postal finances permitted. This 
was taken as cold comfort.
