1. That the sum of $500 so placed at
disposal be expended in the transport
to Kingston of such horses, cattle and
other live stock and manufactures as
may be entered and approved of by the
board as of sufficient merit.

2. That exhibitors of live stoc¢k so ap-
proved be required to take charge of
them ' personally or by their agents, in
conveyance to and from the Exhibi
tion.

3. That a suitable exhibit of the eco~
nomic minerals of the Province be made
at. the expense of the Provincial Goy
ernment.

4. That the Government be request.
ed to appoint a commissioner to pro
ceed to Kingston in care of the mine-
rals, and that he be required also to
take charge of such exhibits in the de
partments of fisheries and manufactu
res only as may be offered by exhibit
ors, who do not desire either to accom-
pany their exhibits or to employ agents.
Such exhibits are to be taken at the risk
of exhibitors.

5. The Executive Officers of the
Board of Agriculture will give all prac-
tical assistance to the Government
Commissioner in receiving entries and
arranging for the examination and
transport of offered exhibits.

Foreign Letter.

(From our Regular Correspondent)
Sr. Pererssure, July 26th, 1882,

General - Skobeleff, whose death has
caused so great a sensation throughout
the country, entered the army on
March 31st, 1863. Having finished his
studies at the academy of the staff, he
joined General Kaufman as lieutenant-
cdfbnel during the Khiva expedition of
1873. He commanded the vanguard
for a short time, and soon distinguished
himself by military skill as well as by
personal courage. He also took part
in the capture of Khiva, and here
accomplished his first exploit. General
Markosoff, who commanded a detach-
ment of Circassian troops, aud had to
co-operate with General- Kaufman,
could not pass the desert nor send any
news to his commander. Much anxiety
was felt as to his fate, when Skobeleff,
disguised as a Turcoman, successlully
passed the desert and the enemy’s
raiders, but only after great fatigue and
suffering reached General Markosoff,
For this he received the St. George's
Cross of the Fourth class, and was made
an aide de-camp to the Emperor. After
the Khiva expedition he married a
Princess Gagarin, but left
aflter, going to Spain to see some aclive
warfare with the Carlists. e was pre
sent at the battle of Estella. In 1875
an expedition was organized against
Khokand, Colonel Skobeleff com
manded a detachment, and before the
other troops began to advance he had
already defeated the enemy, and taken
the capital.. For this he was promoted
to Major-General. In 1877 he left
Turkestan, and presented himself to
the chief of the army of the Danube.
At first no commission was given him,
but he soon made himself popular by
his extraordinary courage. During
the passage of the Danube he swam
across the river on horseback.
Plevna he first commanded a brigade
and then the 16th Division. In the
two first attacks he slone always suc-
ceeded in driving the Turks out of their
positions, bul was obliged to retreat,
as the main force of the army suflered
reverses. July 30tb, when the
third attack was made, he alone found
out the real key to Pievna, and captur-
ed the Krisha position, whereas the
main forces were uselessly sacrificed
before Privitzo. = The next day he was
attacked by Osman Pasha's whole
army, and not being supported, was at
last overpowered and driven out of his
position, after a desperate and brilliant
defence, his troops having fought for
thirty hours almost without rest. The
St. George's Cross of the Third class was
given him for this. At the battle of the
Shipka Pass in January, 1378, he again
distinguished himself. (General Ka-
detzsky and Prince Mirsky had attack-
ed the Turkish position, but without
success. The next day Skobeleft turn-
ed the Turks, captured the redoubts of
Shenowo, situated behind, and forced
Verel Pasha, with 32,000 men, to sur-
render. After the failure of the Akhal
Sekke expedition under General Lazar-
eff in 1879, it was proposed to raise
another army of 20,000 men, and the
campaign to last from two to three
years. General Skobeleff offered to
undertake the expedition with 10,000
men, and finished it in one year. On
December 20th he laid siege to Geop
Tepe, and after a desperate resistance,
during which the Tekkes inflicted two
serious defeats on the Russians, Gene-
ral Skobeleff fought his sixty-first and
last battle on January 12th, 1881. After
nine hours fighting Geop Tepe was
taken by storm, the enemy being tho-
roughly defeated. Eight thousand
bodies covered the surroundings of
Geop Tepe, and the fortress was lilled
with killed; only the women were
spared. General Skobelefl was an edu
cated man,,who spoke English, French
and German, as well as Russian. He
had thoroughly studied all military
sciences. His remarkablé conrage and
kindness to the soldiers and younger
officers, made him a favorite in the
Russian army, which has lost one of

her best, if not the best of her Gene-
rals.
