Our grandfathers and grandmothers con-

The suicide is a
coward.

This is our duty to bear bravely, heroic-
ally, courageously, nobly each one his own
burden.—-Rev. Lyman Abbott.

Penalty Worse than Death.

BELGIUM'S SYSTEM OF REFINED TORTURE
THAT KILLS IN THREE YEARS.

Though the death penalty was practically
abolished in Belgium over 30 years ago, the
punishment of those convicted of capital
crimes is so awful that none has yet been
able to endure it more than three years.

The duties of public executioner in Bel-
gium are singular, but not arduous. The
eourts still continue to sentence malefactors
to death, but the guillotine has been replaced
by a scaffold on which is posted a copy of the
sentence.

Much ceremony is observed in affixing this
document. A troop of gendarmes, with their
imposing helmets plumed with horsehair, is
drawn up about the place of execution,
which they gravely guard with sabres drawn,
while the red-robed execationer mounts the
steps, nails up the decree of the court, and
after a moment takes it down again.

The condemned man is placed in a dun-
geon so constracted that from the moment
he enters it he will never hear the sound of
human voice nor see a living being. His
food is passed in through a sliding pannel in
the door of his cell.

Not one of these prisoners has been able
to survive his confioement more than three
years.

Mrs. Graham was well known; she wasan
excellent housekeeper. It was hard times
and Mrs. Graham was out of work near home;
but he was so fortunate as to find work in an
adjoining town. They owned the little house
where they lived, but that wasall. So Mrs.
Graham and the two children stayed in the
little home and Mr. Graham went to his
work, but he received much smaller pay
than usual.

The children went to school and Mrs. Gra-
ham had a good deal of time in which she
wanted to earn some money. What could
she do?

—**If I were asked what women's best
friend is” said the doctor thoughtfully, in
the New York World, I should say hot
water. If she drinks hot water flavored
with lemon and sweetened with sugar when
she has been out in the cold she will ward of
chills. The same agreeable medicine taken
early enough in the progress of a cold will
stop it. When nervous headache makes the
forehead throb and the back and neck ache,
hot water will relieve the pain. For tired
eyes, inflamed eyelids and styes,” continued
the doctor, *‘ nothing is so good as hot water.
The eyes should be sopped with a cloth dip-
ped in boiling water. Sprains may be re-
lieved greatly by soaking the afflicted mem-
ber in hot water for half an hour at a time
and then binding it with a flannel bandage.
Bruises yield to much the same treatment,
although such long soaking is unnecessary.
Wounds and sores may be treated by pour-
ing hot water on them for a few minutes at
a time. Very hot water applied to a bleed-
ing cut will stop the flow of blood frequently,
Then for mere comfort,” she went on, *‘ few
things equal hot water. A rubber bag full
of it makes one indifferent to cold. Wrapped
in flannel and put on the floor of a carriage
it is valuable. She who suffers from cold
feet at night has but to fill a hot water bag
to know what comfort is. Sufferers from
sleeplessness find themselves deliciously
drowsy after a hot bath. Wrinkles flee be-
fore it, and blackheads vanish before its con-

stant use. Great is hot water.”

Moth Exterminator.

For moths, salt is the best exterminator.
The nuns in one of the hospital convents
have tried everything else without success,
and their experience is valuable, as they
have so much clothing of the sick who go
there; and strafigers, when dying there, of-
ten leave quantities of clothing, etc. They
had a room full of feathers, which were sent
there for pillow-making, and they were in de-
spair, as they could not exterminate the
moths, until they were advised to use com-
mon table salt. They sprinkled it around
and in a week or ten days were altogether
rid of the moths. They are never troubled
now. In'heavy velvet carpets, sweeping
them with salt cleans and keeps them from
moths, as particles of salt remain in the car-
pet and corners. Salt is not hurtful to any-
one, and has no bad smell. Here is a little
hint I add, which, perhaps, everyone does
not know: ¥or cleaning wash-basins, baths,
etc., use common dry salt. Rub a little of
the salt with your fingers on the basin. Of-
ten a sort of scum is noticed in the basins,
in a marble washstand, in the bath.room;
the salt takes it off easily, and leaves the
basin shining and clean.

Keep the Walls Clean.

Walls and ceilings should be dusted regu-
larly, using a long-handled wall brush that
takes up the dust instead of merely dislodg-
ing it. A cloth over a common floor broom
can be made to answer. At least twice a
year the walls should be wiped carefally
with slices of fresh bread. Hard finished
walls can be washed, but they are cold and
glaring to look at usually, and the papered
walls can be kept clean with care and make
more pleasing backgrounds. New paper
should always be put on over clean walls,
not over old paper. A room that has been
occupied by one ill with a contagious disease
should have the walls and ceilings renewed
before it is again occupied.

Ecc Currers.—Boil three or four eggs
for 10 minutes, dip them in cold water for a
minute or two and strip off the shells. Cut
off the ends of each egg and divide it into
four slices. Dip each slice in the well beaten
yolk of an egg, then in bread crumbs rather
highly seasoned with pepper, salt and a tea-
spoonful of very finely mixed parsley. Fry
in boiling butter until brown. Serve witha
thickened gravy around them.
