Already the 
trees ar2 having to be propped up to 
support their burden and the uniform 
large size and excellent quality of the 
apples is apparent to the least exper- 
ienc.d observer. Other varieties prom­
ise well, but it is for the Nonparicl 
alone we predict a record. What prices 
will rule in the markee when the selling 
reason arrives is of course uncertain, 
but the farmers have good grounds 
for cxi «ring more than average re­
turns, while the fact that a large per­
centage cf their fruit is of the above 
variety renders them independent of 
early quotations. The quality of this 
season's crop of Nonpariels with judic 
ions pocking must command for them 
a good price under almost any con­
dition.
