HOW THE QUEEN TRAVELS.

Tie Royal train, provided by the
London and North-Western Company,
consists of twelve vehicles, counting
the two Royal saloons and omitting
the truck.

The Queen’s saloons are in the
centre of the train, and these com-
mudious carriages, fitted for day and
night travelling, Her Majosty ocenpies
with Princess Beatrice. There are
two beds in the sleeping compartient,
which opens from the day saloon.
The beds are simple, in green and gilt
furniture and fittings, something like
elaborate ““cots” in shape; and
wenerally the interior fittings of the
train leave nothing to be desired.  The
tloors are carpeted, the ceilings padded,
the wide windows curtained, the lamps
deeply shaded.  Electric bells com.
municate with th . attendants or the
officials, and 1}, pressing @ button
at the end of a4 long variegated cord or
bell-pull, the alarm is sounded in the
van. A separate clectric button is
fixed in each side of the sleeping
compartment, by which the attendants
may be summoned, ancther button
when pressed will cause the train to
stop as quickly as may be.

The usual furniture, comfortable but
siwple, and a lavatory, ave all included
in the Queen’s saloons. There are
hooks and racks for parcels, wraps,
bird-cages, and small bunclles, of which
Her Majesty and the Priacess convey
& goodly supply. The late John
Brown used to occupy u seat in the
Royal day saloon, back to the engine

as the train stood, and facing the door
of the Queen's apartments, so as to be
within eall at ouce.  The Queen's
carviages are warmed in the usual way
with hot water.

Nothing is wante. (0 vender the
Journey ax little irksome and as little
fatiguine as possible.  The carringes
exteric,y are bright and clean and
newly polished. The wheels are “solid”
—blocks of wood taking the place of
spokes ;  the springs sire massive; the
tires glide smoothly over the rils; the
gas is a patented article; the earriage-
steps let down as in road carriages,
and  the wide plate-glass windows
permit an extensive view of the coun.
try through which the train is passing.
