Hides and Wool,

Hides have advauced 1¢ at Montreal to 6o
for No. 1 and 5¢ for No. 2. *

At ‘Toronto a shight advance 1n hides 18 ro-
ported, but dealers sav the condition of the
leataer trado does not warrant any advauce
in prices. The prico for green is now S3cand
for cured, Gc to 6}c. Lambskins, 80c and
pelts 15¢c. Calfskins, 6¢ for No. i and dc for
No.2. Dekius, 20c to 2ic cach. Horse
hides, $1.50 to S2 cach  Tallow. dealers are
paying 83c to 8ic for primo rendered.

‘The Toronto Globe says of wool * The
offerings of fleeco aro fair and the receipts so
far this scason have probably been larger
than for the same time last year. Tho buy-
ing is purely speculative, there bsing no in-
quiry for export Prices are the samo aslast
week, at 17 to 18c for farmers’ Jots of washed
fleeco combing here, and a trifle ;more would
be paid for choice lots of selected round lots
in the country ; rejected here is quoted at 14c
to 15¢, and unwashed at 10c to 11lc, Pulled
woois are slow owing to the fact tbat the
manufacturers’ are gotting all they need in
the country from the farmers. Prices are
noniinal at 183c to 193¢ for supers and 20¢ to
2le fcr extras.

Financial Opinion of Manitoba.

At the recont annual meeting of tho Free-
hold L .an and Savings Co., at Toronto, the
president referred at some length to Mani-
toba. Buisides giving statistics as to the
ag%cult.ural development of the province, he
said:

We have a large aud increasing intercst in
tho Provincs of Maaitoba. Inreviewing the
general condition of the province during the
past year, wo cannot but realize the substan-
tial advarce it has made —most strikingly in
the quantity and value of the agricultural
productions, but also very noticeably in overy
branch of industry, as weil as in commercial
circles. The figuns compiled from the
Government returns and other sources indi-
cato a marked iocrease over apy previous
year in the history of the proviuce.

Thoagricultural possibilitics of thocuuntry
ware never before so clearly indicated. The
condition of tho farmers hzs materially im-
proved, more particularly in the closoly
settled districts, apd parchases of implements
aro more larg2ly for cash than formerly, and
consequently at Jower prices.

The commercial condition of the province
15, generally speaking, good, Daring the
year Winvipeg bas continued to advance.
The populstion has increased about 5,000,
being now cstimated at least 40,000.
There has been & fair amount of building,
mostly of a better class then formerly, and
property has maintained its valce. The
smaller towns and villages throughout the
province havo also held their own, and many
of them mado substantial advances. The
clhvator ood sturage capacity has been greatly
cnlarged, aud thero is now am; "* strago for
any ordidary crop.

The immigration daring the past year has
been light, but there has been considerablo
domand for land, mostly by farm laborers,
who have saved cnough to enablo them to
start for themselves, or naghboring farmers
making auditions to their farms, or buying
{for their sons.

A3 the receut annual meeting of the Bank
of Montreal, tho chairman mado the follow-
ing refcroncoto Mauitoba  * No better proof
of the consequent prospority can be given
than the recurds of the loan and issurance
companies dvio  business in Manitoba.

Sinco our last the raw sugar market has
beon fairly active, and prices have fluctuated
accurding to tho action of long holders daily.
Cubles, Lkowever, to-day were weak both for
cano and bewt, and reported busiuess at lower
prises. The decline sinco yosterday has been
13d, Juuo beiug quoted at 1Us 74d aund July
at 103 94. ‘I'he market on spot for tho refined
articlo coutinues very quiet, aud although no
actual change in values has taken place the
mmpressivn 13 that refiners would probably
shado prusent figures for a good-sized lot, but
buyers ot this class aro described as being
scarco at preseut, aud what trado is duing is
of a jobbing character. \Ve quoto: Giran-
ulated at 4ic mn 250-barzed lots and over;
1 V100 2u awv dacrel lots, and J8e in smaller
quanatios. Yelluws range from 3 7-16c to
8gc, as w quality, as uho factory.

The market for syrup contiaues to rule
very quict aud without any feature of note,
prices baing nominally unchanged atlje to
23c per 1b., as to quality. at the factory.

The demand fur molasses during the past
week bas becn slow, and the market in con-
sequonce is dull and without any new
feature of note. At the Island prices have
ruled steady at 10c, while on spot round lots
of Barbadoes are offering at 274¢ to 28¢, car
lots at ‘., and smaller quantities at 3ic.
Porto Rico is dull and unchanged at 80c.

‘The demand for rice for tho season con-
tinues very fawr, and a moderately active
business is reported at steady prices. Wo
quote:—Japan staundard, $1.25 to $4.40;
crystal Jaran, $3.75 to $5.00; standard B.,
$3.45; Patna, $1.25 to §5, and Caroliva at
$5.50 to $7.50.

Busiress in spices, as i3 usual at this saason
of the year, 1s very quiet, aud as the general
fecling is steady the marketis without any
new phase. ‘Lhe fulluwing quutations are
what jobberscan buy atonly :—Penang black
pepper, 6c to 73c; white popper, 10 to 123c,
cloves, 7§ to 9c; cassia, 8} to 9jc; nutmegs,
60c to 9uc, and Jamaica ginger, 15§ to 18ic.

Tho market for cotfes 1s dull, the domand
being only for small lots to fill actual wants.
Wo quote .—Maracaibo &t 173c to 18¢, Rio.
16 to 17ic; Java, 23 to 25c, and Mocha, 28
to 26c.

Tho tea market has been very quiet, thero
boing l1ttle demand for either new orold crop
gouds, aud wo do not hear of any eales being
made. Advices to hand state that the ship-
ments of new crop Japan have been 10,000
piculs less this scason to date, as compared
with tho corresponding timo laet year.—
Gazetto, Juno 12,

Electrical Improvemsnts.

Tho E.cctrical Revirw announces that
Nicola Tesla has ** perfected his vacuum tube
system of electrio ighting withoat wites, tho
pussibilitics of which ho first brought to pub-
lic notico five Fears ago in a lecturo before
tho American Iostitote of Electrical Engi-
neors. This hight is whiter, more br.lliznt
aund moro intenso thau the arc light, and is
produced with & much smaller amount of
cloctrical cnergy. Tresla further states that
hus apparatus has been greatly simplified, and
L will soon have it ready for practical use.”
‘Workiog on different lines, Thomas A. Edi-
son, according to tho Elcctrical Review, has
succeeded in developing a new cloctric lamp
or vacuam tubo, * by mecans of which the
Roentgon or X rays aro torned iato pure
whito light. Edison’s new lamp is &o ordin-
ary wrookes tube, coeted on the interior sur-
faci with crystal of a pow floorescert sub-
stanco which ho has discovercd, similar to
tungstats of calcium. Tho X rays, in pass-
ing through this coating of erystals, aro
changed to light. Very little . av is gener-
ated, and nsarly the wholo of tha electrical
onergy expended is transformedjinto light,
