FUGENIE AT CHISELHURST.

HOW THE EX-EMPRESS RECEIVED THE NEWS oF
THE DEATH OF HER 30N,

amden Honse, Chiselharst, always somewhat
gleomy and doleful in appearance, had early
on that afternoon reassumed the more mourn-
Tul appearance which it had worn nearly seven
years ago, when the Fiaperor Napoleon died.
Nuw, as then, the blinds were closely drawn ;
polive slowly pacing backward and forward in
fr-nt of the entrances repelled the curiosity of
strangers.  Uarriages filled with friends armived
at the gates, and ladies and gentlemen attired
in black, first of all signing their names in a
ok at the lodge, passed up the dark avenue of
irees 1o offer their symyputhy to the inmates of
the house bevond. 1t was not difficult to see,
cven long before Chiselhurst was sighted, that
many of the passengers in the train from London
were members of the great Bonapartist party
which Liad just lost its head.  Little groups of
Frenchmen elad in Llack, (\‘pani;u*dsyc who re-
wewhered the nationality of the Empress Eu-
genie, attachés of embassies, representatives of
rayalty, were all to be seen ere the train drew
up at the well.known station.

ladies und men, stood round in solemu sdence
waiting till the smpress should come. Tresently
there was heard a rustle as of silk ; then ap-
peared the young Louis Napoleon with his mo-
ther’s hand in his. A deep obeisanco was being
made by all ; there were ladies who reverently
courtesied as they Kissed the imperial widow’s
hand, and the rest were \\':\itiuﬁ_‘; to otler their
expressions of fealty when a lady, overcome
with her feelings, rushed forwand and, embrac.
ing the youthful prince, kissed him ou both
cheeks and quickly retired.  On the day before
the members of the imperial family, together
with the leaders of their followers, had wmet in
solemn conclave at Chiselhurst amd coneluded
an agreement by which the prine: should hence-
forth be the object of their aspirations and
hopes.  He was, s0 mu the document which M.
Rouher dictated and the Due de Grammont wrote,
to be ealled for the present Lounis Napoleon, and
not Napoleon IV, Under the tuition and
guardianship of his uncle Jerome and the Fm-
press Fogenie, he was to be brought up, and by
the imperial party of Franee he was heneeforth
to be regarded as head.  Nextday he led the
way bareheaded to the little Roman Catholic
Church of St. Mary’s, Chiselhurst, the chief
mourner for his exiled and departed father.

I quitted the hall and went across the common
forthwith to the place where the remains of
Napoleon 111. lay.  There, as in the old days,
the Rev. Father Goddard still rules, the faithful
aud trusted counsellor of the Tmperial house.
He has been, as was to be expected of one under
whose religions eare the prinee had been brought
up, terribly shocked by the sad news, yet to him
there came also some comfort in the remem-
brance of the fact that, no matter how busily
ocenpied, the prince never furgot the obligations
of the church, ““ 1 remember,” says the good
abbe, ¢ that, just as his Imperial highness was
aning away to Zulnlami, 1 wrote him reminding
him of the duties which the chureh imposed at
that season ol the veur aml begging bim to
reiember these even though he might be other-
wise busily engaged. His letter to me was one
1 shall vever forget.  He expressed some sur-
prise at my having thought that he could by any
possibility be unmindful of the ecalls of the
church, and next nmorning-—on the day of his
departure—he eawe round to me, confessed, took
the holy sacrament very shortly after 7 o'clock,
and kissing his father's tomb, departed. I think
that the chain round his neck bore a scapular
and a piece of the wooxd of the true cross, There
was a locket attached to it too, and for the
rest I cannot speak with certainty. - Al L know
is that he left with every expression. of religious
and happy confidence. He did not.once think of
the danger which might come to him.

settled and, perhaps, fashionable uspeet ¢ and
the gimeeful conrtesy and genial hospitality of
the Earl and Countess: certainly contributed
much to the formation of a distinctive Canadian
sentiment, to the harmony of the diflerent
classes, and to the development of the vast
resourees of the country. Nothing is lost in
these matters by the appointment and residence
of the Marquis of Lonsg and the Prinecess
Lovise. The srrangement which led to their
transfer to Ottawa implied a compliment to the
Canadian people ; and the manner in which they
have deported themselves siuce their arrival has
tended in an eminent degree to win the admira-
tion and love of the whole community. Under
their administration Canada seems destined to
advanee socially and politically more rapidly
than before ; and the very fact that some of the
most prominent personages of Great Britain are
visiting, or intending to visit, the Dominion is
proof of the intevest felt in the development of
the country, and of a commendable anxicty to
gaze upon its more notable features.

There is at least a probability that all such
visitors will be amply repaid for the time and
money they expend.  {t issimply impossible for
any intelligent observer to pass through Canada
without adding to his fuml of knowledge amd his
sources of enjovient,  No country is more high.
Iy favoured with natarad advantages, and io few,
if any, are there presented stronger evidences of
civilization and enlture,  The couniry, indeed,
is rich in all the physical elements which are
necessary to greatness ; and in the hands of the
enterprising people whoare now settled in every
part of the Dominion, those elements are evident-
Iy beinyg utilised with skill, and to the utmost
possible advantage.  The water power of Cana-
da, in lakes, amd rivers, and streams, is pro-
digions.  In mineral resotrees there are treas.
ures of inestimable worth.  Nowhere can thers
be fouml u tiner soil for agriculiural operations;
and whether by milways or steamboat communi-
eation, the facilities for travelling, for enterprise,
and for pleasure, are certainly nusurpassed. - It
would be strange if such acountry did uot arrest
juablic attention, and the phenowmensu would
border upon the mystéerious if there were not seen
ot every hand sigus of prosperity and growth.
