BLAISE PASCAL.

( F'rom the American Protestant.)

Blaise Pascal, the profound scholar, the splendid
writer, the brilliant wit, the humble, consistent, lovely
Christian, will never be forgotten while genias demands
its homage and true piety aims its admiration among
men, Few men have gyer lived who acquired so
lofty a fame with so little effort ; who evinced by so
few produetions such transcendent genius, and who
were so universally beloved, though personally known
only to a very limited sphere. A recluse in his habits
—mevk, retiring, and utterly devoid of ambition—called
to no great outward service in the Church—possessing
but few opportunities for displaying the talents he
possessed—and cut off in the morning of life—he has
notwithstanding, achieved a reputation which seems
brighter and more lovely as time passes on.

Pascal was born' at Clermont, in Auvergne, in the
Yyear 1623, and died in the year 1662, at the early age
of thirty-nine. ~ When we think of the achievements
which L viowded into that brief space, and which
have made his name famous to all generations, we may
well exclaim with Corueille, “ A peine a-t-il véeu,
quel nom il alais<é I'"

It is well known that Pascal exhibited from the
earliest childhoed the most precocious proofs of inven-
tive genius, especially in the department of mathe-
maties.—Ilaving, if we may believe, the universally
received tradition, been willingly kept in ignorance of
geometry, lest his propensity in that direction should
interfere with the prosecution of other branches of
knewledge, his, self-prompted genivs discovered for
itself the elementary truths of the forbidden science.
At twelve years of age he was surprised by his father
in the act of demonstrating, on ‘the pavement of an
old hall where he used to play, and by meaus of a rude
diagram traced by means of a a_piece of coal, a pro-
position which corresponded to the the thirty-second
of the First Book of Euclid.* At the age of six-
teen, he composed a little tractate on the Conic
Sections, which provoked the mingled incredulity and
admiration of Deseartes.: At vineteen he invented his
_ celebrated Arithmetical Machine; and at the age of

is richly displayed ;—in the happy methods by which he
lighted on truth, and pursued scientific discovery ; in
the selection end arrangement of topies in all his com-
positions ; in the pecaliar delicacy of his wit—so
strongly contrasted with all the ordinary exhibitions
of that guality of mind with which his coarse age was
familiar ; and above all, in that indiscribable elegance
of expression which uniformly eharacterises his finish-
ed efforts,

Pascal’s fame is more completely identified with his
immortal ¥ Provincial Letters,” than with any other of
his works. By the confession of the first Freoch
eritics, these letrers are master-pieces of human com-
position.  On this point the suffrages of all the most
competent judges—of Voltaire and Bossuet, D'Alem-
bert and Condorcet, are unanimous.  Their consu-
mate wit and sarcasm are the theme of universal praise.
The object of these Letters is to expose the snares,
wickedness and absurdities of the Jesuits; and the
exquisite address and ability with which these objects
are accomplished have never been equalled.  Jesuit-
ism was at that time in its highest glory and power;
and for the moment, it had the ability to repel the
pointed shafts of Pascal's genius. ~ But those shafts
inflicted, nevertheless, a deadly wound, from which
Jesuitism never reecovered. To this day it feels the
points of Pascal's keen irony and overwhelmingsarcasm.
Nothing could be happier for his purpose—that of
throwing into strong light the monstrous errors of the
system he opposed—than the machinery he has selec-
ted. The affected igno:ance and naivete of M. Mon-
talte, in"quest of information respecting the theological
disputes of the age, and especially the doctrines of the
Jesuits—the frankness of the worthy Jesuit Father of
whom he secks instruction, andl who, in the boundless
admiration of his Order, and the hope of making a
convert, details without hesitation, or rather, with tri-
umph, the admirable eontrivances hy which their casu-
ists bad, in fact inverted every principle of morals, and
eluded all the obligations of Christianity—the ironical
compliments of the supposed novice, intermingled with
objections, and slightly expresed doubts, delivered
with an air of ingenousness, which covers only further
light, the simplicity with which he involves the good
father in the most perplexing dilemmas—the expressi-
ons of unsophisticated astonishment, which bat prompt
his stolid guide eagerly to make good every assertion
by a proper array of authorities—a device which, as
Pascal has used it, converts what would have been in
other hands only a dull catalogue of citations, into a
source of perpetual amusement—the droll consequen-
ces which, with infinate affectation of simplicity, he
draws from the worthy father's doctrines—the logical
exigencies into which the latter is thrown in the at-
tempt to solve them,—all these things managed as
only Pascal could have managed them—render the
book as amusing as any novel. The form of Letters
enables him at the same time to intersperse, amidst
the conversations the most eloquent and glowing in-
vectives against the doctrines he exposes. Voltaire's
well-known panegyric does not exceed the truth—

- six-and-twenty he had composed the greater part of
his mathematical works, and made those brilliant ex-
periments in hydrostaties and pneumatics which have |
associated his namwe with those Torricelli and Boyle, |
and ranked him amongst the first philosophers of his
age. Yet, strange to say, he now suddenly renounced
the splendid career to which genius unequivocally in-
vited him, and gave himeelf up to totally different
studies. This was principally attributable to that strong
religious impulse which was imparted to his mind at
this period rendered deeper by early experience in the
school of affliction.  From the age of eighteen he was
a perpetual eufferer.  1In 1647, when only in his
twenty-fourth year, he was attacked by paralysis.—
1lis. ill-health - was mainly, if not wholly, occasioned
by his devotion to'study; and of him it is literally |
true, that his mind consumed his body.

So complete was his abandonment of science, that

" he never returned to it but on one memorable occasion
and then: only for a short iuterval.  We allude, of |
course, to the remarkable problems which he solved |
respecting the curve called the Cycloid. ~ With this |
brief exception, Pascal may be said to have practically |
abandoned science from the age of twenty-siz. Yet
he did not at once become a religious recluse.  For
some years he lived a cheerful, and even gay though
never a dissipated life, in Paris, in'the centre of literary
and polite rocicty, loved and admired by a wide circle

“of friends, and especially by his patron; the Duke de
Roannes.  To the acomplished sister of this noble-
man, M. Faugére conjectures (as we think plausibly)
that Pascal was secretly attached, but from timidity
and huwility, ‘““never told his love.” Perhaps, in
part, from the melancholy which this hopeless attach-
ment inspired, but certainly much more in consequence
of the deeper religious convictions produced by a me-
worable escape from an appalling death, in 1654, his

_indifference to the world increased ; aud he at length
sought for solitude at Port Royal, already endeared
to him by the residence there of his sister Jacqueline,

Here it is well known, he produced  his immortal
¢ Provincial Letters;’ and when death cut short his
“brief carecr, was meditating an extensive work on the
fundamental truths of religion,—especially on the ex-
istence of God and the evidences of Christianity,—
for the completion of which, he would have required
‘ten ““ ycars of health and leisure.” An outline of the
‘work had been sometimes (and on one occasion some-
what fully) imparted in conversation to his friends,
but no part was ever completed. Nothing was found
after his death but detached “Thoughts” (interspeised
with some other subjects) on the principal topics ap-
propriated to such a work.” They were the stones of
which the building was to have consisted, many of
them unbewn, and some few such as the builder, had
he lived, would no doubt have laid aside. The form
in'which the Thoughts were put together comported
Uut too well with their fragmentary character. - It ap-
pears that he did not even use a commonplace-book,
but when after a profound meditation, any thought
struck bim as worth recording, he hastily noted it on
any scrap of paper that came to hand, often on the
backs of old letters; these he strung together on a file
or tied up in bundles, and left them till better bealth
and untroubled leisure should perwit hin to evoke a
new creation out of this chaos. It is a wonder there-
fore, that the Pensées of Pascal have come down to us
at all.  Never, surely, was so precious a freight com-
mitted to so crazy a bark. The Sybil herself was not
more careless about those leaves on which she inscri-
bad. hee prophetic traths, than was Paseal about those
which contained the results of his meditations. Of
these results, however, we are in part defrandd, by
something far worse than either the fragility of  the
materials on which they are inseribed, or their utter
want of arrangement. Many of the “Thoughts™ are
themselves ‘only half ‘developed ; others, as given us
in the literal copy of M. Faugére, breaking off in the
middle of a sentence, even of a word. Some casual
interuption,—frcquently, no doubt, some paroxysm of
pain, to' which the gieat author,'io his latter years, was
iticessantly subject—broke the thread of thought, and
left the web imperfect for ever.

Pascal's was one of ‘those rare minds apparently
adapted almost in equal measure to the successful
pursuit of the most diverse departments of philosophy
and science—of mathematics and physics—of meta-
physics and criticism.  Versatility was the distin-
guishing trait'of his incomparable genius; and yet in
each pursuit to which it applied itself, there was a
degrce of ingenuity and inyentiveness which the con-
summate talents of others have only manifested when
absorbed in a siogle pursuit. He was singularly
graceful, complete, finished, in all that he did.  Full
of depth, subtlety, brillianey, both his thoughts and
the manner of their expression were full of beauty.—
In all the manifustations of his mind, this rare felicity

1

* His sister, Madame Perier, has left an interesting and
circumstantial aceount of this ‘matter, in the life of her
brother, :

“That Molitre's best comedies do not excel them in
wit, nor the compositions of Bossuet in sublimity."'—
 This work," says D’ Alembert, ** is so much the more
admirable, as Pascal, in composing it, seems to have
theolvgised two things which seems not made for the
theology at that time—language and pleasantry.”’

The success of the work is well-known. By bhis
inimitable pleasantry, Pascal succeded in making even
the dullest matters of scholastic theology and Jesuisti-
cal casuistry as interesting as a comedy{ and by his
little volume, did more to render the formidable So-
ciety the contempt of [Europe, than was ever done by
all its other enemies put together.

One remarkable peculiarity of these Provincial
Letters is their universal applicability. Though writ-
ten more than a century ago, the reader can hardly
persuade himself that he is not enjoying a coutroversy
of the present moment. It discloses so ingeniously
the real character of Jesuitism—opens the secret
springs of human nature with such a master hand, and
holds up in contrast so comprehensively the first truths
of spiritual religion, that as long as there are Jesuits
upon the earth, and there is such a foe to truth and
religion as Jesuitism, the mission of this admirable
work will not cease. - It has heen the praise and delight
of thousands, and may be still.

If Le, as
a Baptist teacher. insist upon the necessity of immersion,
the American Memnonites will tell him that, though
adults alone may be baptised, the rites must not be by
immersion, but by showering. He is for mixed commu-
nion, and holds that any man of any charch, having been
baptised, may sit at the Lord’s table with others of different
denominations. Bunyan and Robert Hall thought so too ;
but if his ministry be cast among men who hold the con-
trary, with Kinghorn and Fuller, Mr. Noel will find his
liberty of action covaly ractrained. "I'here are man among
his new associates who will even be displeased if I‘;e make
constant use of the Lord’s Prayer !

Whether Mr. Noel now belongs to the Particular or
General, to the Calvinistic or Arminian Baptists, we can-
not say. He may belong to the sect who in Smyth— (that
zealous founder of a faction who baptised himself because
he could find no one worthy to administer the sacrament

-of baptism to him)—recognise their great father—he may.

have joined the sect that acknowledge the principles of
Jessie, the seceder from the Independents—he may be of
the old eonnection or of the new—or he may have cast in
his lot with the Subbatarians—whatever he may have done
—(id Deus bene vertet I)—he will find that he has changed
his condition without bettering it—has flung away a gar-
land to assume a yoke—and has become a slave to a con-
gregation of masters in place of the follower of one bishop
He will discover that he has no liberty of action and his new
church no m\i(y of doetrine ; and, above all, he will be
made to feel, in'a hundred ways, that even the Bap-
tist connections exist but by union with the state, and
most seqsibly will he be conscious of the uses of state
union with even such a church as his, shonld infiemity
render him unprofitable to his co-believers, who are apt,
with much cowplacency, to pension their emeriti pastors
upon the regium donum,— Clureh and State Gazette.

PreNoMEsON 18 Ross-sHIRE — A curious phenomenon
happened at the farm of Bellvulich, on the estate of Ord,
occapied by Mr. Moffatt, on the evening of the 6th inst.
Immediately after one of the loudest peals of thundec eser
heard there, a large and irregular shaped mass of ice,
reckoned to be nearly 20 feet in circumference, and of a
proportionate thickness, fell near the farm house.

ailuded to in his letter. Her Majesty is so well assured of
the interest the late King would have taken in any ohject
for raising the character of his own glorious profession,
that Her Mujesty cannot resist the pleasure of eantribu-
ting the £400. reqnired to complete the dormitories.”

DEATH 0F MEHEMET ALr.— We learn from Alexandria
that the celebrated Mehemet Ali Pacha died there on the
2nd of August. and his body was taken the nextday to
Cairo where he was buried with great pomp and solem-
nity, all the foreigu consuls attending in full wniform,

He was at least 80 years of age when he died. This
extraordinary man was originally a tabaccouist at Cavalla
in Roumelia, but joined the army early in life.  Brooking
no superiors, he speedily rose to distinction, and in 1805
was installed in the Pashalic of Egypt- His perfidious
massacre of the Mamelukes in 1808 confirmed his power
which he exercised prudently and wisely many years.

In 1830 he conceived the projeet of seizing Syria, heat
the Turks in successive battles, and the door of Constan-
tinople was open to his victorious arms. Lord Palmers-
ton however, wes not prepared to seal the doom of the
Ottaman Empire, and so, in spite of M. Thiers’ intrignes
and support, which Mehemet Ali counted upon his lord-

Aliout of Syria. The succession of Egypt was, howeyer,
secired to Mehemet's family in 1841. His exertions in
promoting the manifactures and agriculture of Egypt'wil
place Ali in‘the list of the great patrons of improvement.
He was tolerant in religious matters and many Christians,
through their military, civil. and mechanieal services, have
been raised by himi to the highest dignities of the state,
He leared to read at the age of 45, and by means of trans-
lations became. tolerably well acquainted with European
Literature. His great aim to enjoy ahigh degree of post-
humous fame will not be denied to him by posterity.
