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ARTICLE III (Cont'd)

Agreemuent shall govern al. arrangements made with

regard to change of aircraft.

ARTICLE IV

(Designation)

Each Contracting Party shahl have the right to

designate, by diphomatic note, an airline or airlines ta operate

the agreed services on any route specified in the Annex for such

a Contracting Party and to substitute another airline for that

previously designated.

ARTICLE V

(Authorization)

1. Following receipt of a notice of designation or of

substitution pursuant ta Article IV, the aeronautical authorities

of the Contracting Party shahl, consistent with its haws and

reguhations, grant with a minimum of delay to an airline s0

designated the appropriate authorizations to operate agreed

services for which that airlina han been designated.

2. Upon receipt of such authorizations the airline maY

begin at any timne to operate the agreed services, in whole or i

part, provided that the tarriffs established in accordance with

the provisions of Article XIV of this Agreemnent are in force in

respect of such services.
