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defraying any expenses or making any advances or boans that may be incurred
or granted by or under the authority of the Governor in Council during the
year ending March 31, 1941, for:-

(a) the security, defence, peace, order and welf are of Canada;
(b) the conduct of naval, military and air operations in or beyond Canada;
(c) promoting the continuance of trade, industry and business communi-

cations, whether by means of insurance or indenmity against war
risk or in any other manner whatsoever; and

(d) the carrying out of any measure deemed necessary or advisable by
the Governor in Council in consequence of the existence of a state
of war.

2. That the Governor in Council be empowered to re-expend, advance or
Joan moneys that may be received by way of refund or repayment of advances,
loans or expenditures under The War Appropriation Act, 1939, The War
Appropriation Act, 1940, and The Supplementary 1940 War Appropriation Act.

Whereupon Mr. Ilsley, a Member of the King's Privy Council, informed
the Huse, That His Excellency the Governor General having been informed
of the subject-matter of the said proposed Resolution, recommends it to the
Huse.

Resolved, That the House do go into Committee of the Whole, at the next
sitting of tho House, to coniiider 11u lieid propo.sed flesolution.

The House then resumed the Debate on the proposed motion of Mr. Ilsley--
That Mr. Speaker do now leave the Chair for the buse to resolve itself again
into Committee of Supply.

And the Debiate evuuing,

Mr. Senn, 8ccondcd by Mr. Perley, moved in aRnendynent, thereto: That ail
the words after "That" in the motion be struck out and that the following be
substituted therefor:

"it be resolved that the government should take immiediate steps to create
a parity of prices as between agricultural and other products in order to
improve the condition of Canadian agriculture and in order that it may receive
a just and fair return, and thus be enabled to make that contribution to,
Canada's war effort which is so desirable, and which our agricultural population
$0 greatly desire to, make."

And a Debate arising thereon; the said Debate was, on motion of Mr.
Gardiner, adjourned.

At six o'clock, p.m., Mr. Speaker adjourned the bouse without question
put, pursuant to Standing Order 6, until to-morrow, at three o'clock, p.m.
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
