is no longer the government so far as the
House of Commons is concerned and can-
not put any motion.

Some hon. Members: Yea.

Mr. Speaker: All those opposed will please
say nay.

Some hon. Members: Nay.

Mr. Speaker: In my opinion the yeas have
it. I declare the motion carried.
