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Of the 65 persons presently in custody, 43 have been
held beyond seven days. The breakdown is as follows: 30
in Montreal and 13 in other parts of the province.

With respect to the question, how many persons were
arrested, released and then arrested again, the answer is
one, and that person is still in custody. The number of
persons still being sought is 43. I expect, from my con-
versations with the office of the Attorney General of Que-
bec, that further charges will be laid today, tomorrow
and on Friday.
