NU. Donald W. Munro (Esquimnalt-Saanich): Mr.
Speaker, my question is addressed to the Minister of
Transport to whom we extend sincere condolences. At 5.30
yesterday afternoon an officiai in the hon. gentleman's
ministry stated that air traffic control operations were
back to normal at all airports across the country. I am
advised that this is the situation which prevails as of now.
Can the minister confirm that this is the case and, in the
light of the position taken by CALPA can he tell us what
assurances, if any, have been given to the airline pilots 50
that the services can be normalized?

Hon. Otto E. Lang (Minister of Transport): Again
today we have indications that the air traffic controllers
are working throughout the country. Conditions, therefore,
are normal for the flight of aircraf t. There seems to be no
reason whatever for pilots not to fly. International flights
are, indeed, flying through Canadian airspace and using
Canadian airports. It is my hope that other pilots in
Canada will do the same and that the inconvenience to the
travelling public will end.
