FISHERIES

Ms. Margaret Mitchell (Vancouver East): Madam
Speaker, 1 have the honour to present a petition which is
front many people, particularly in the Chinese Canadian
community in British Columbia, who are concerned
about the diniinishing supply of live codfish, which is an
essential food for their community.
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They state that live codfish is a commodity of high
cultural and economic value as a staple fresh food to
Asian Canadians and for millions of tourists who visit
Canada. It is always in demand by Canadian families,
restaurants and stores. The petitioners further state that
because of negligent management of the commercial
fishery and the unfair allocation to the sport fishery
sector, there is a trend of increasingly seasonal and area
closures.

T'his is disruptmng what was formally a year-round
fishery. If this trend of federal government negligence
towards the live cod fishery continues, these fish soon
will not be available especially to some 200,000 Cana-
dians of Chinese descent who live throughout B.C.

Therefore the petitioners demand that the Minister of
Fisheries and Oceans recognize the special value of
these fish to the Asian community and to visitors to
Canada, and immediately initiate management action
that will ensure that a year-round supply of live codfish
is available. 'Mis must include adequate federal atten-
tion to the long-termn sustamnable management of these
fish and their fair allocation.
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
