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Or again a group of men threshing grain with

flails, or hay-making ; a group of women beating

flax or hemp

A group of ship-carpenters with a reduced model

of a ship in course of construction.

A group of wood-choppers, lumbermen or rafts-

men in their picturesque costumes.

The Tercentenary Committee reserve to them-

selves the exclusive control of the making up of

the plans of allegorical cars, the choice of histori-

cal personages, costumes, arms, insignia, banners,

etci, of the marching groups, and no car, historical

personage or marching group can figure in the

processions, parades, demonstrations or ceremonies

during the celebration without having been exa-

mined, accepted and approved by the Executive

Committee according to plans, designs, etc., sup-

plied by such Committee or accepted by them.

The allegorical cars, historical personages and

marching groups will be exclusively under the

control of the Executive Committer throughout

the whole celebration as regards the arning out,

their participation in the procession, parades, etc.

Several of jsuch cars, historical personages and

marching groups may be supplied and fitted out,

under the control of the Executive Committee, by

the societies that will organize them, either at
