AN OLD SOLDIER'S DEED,

fTOBIAS ATCHINSON, A HERO OF
BALAKLAVA, ATTEMPIS SUICIDE.

Tobias Atchinson, a retired British
soldier of about 76 years. of age, be-
coming despondent and tired of life,
attempted suicide yesterday morning
at the house of Mr. Hinds,~a North
Tdronto teamster, with whom he lived.
The old man served throughout ths
‘Crimean war and was one of the 607
troopers who, led by Lord Cardigan,
made what history knows as “The
Chatge of the Light Brigade.”

He came out from the ride unscarred,
but what Russian shot and shell was
wunable to accomplish a prgmng knire,
“urged by despondency, came within an
ace of effecting. The old soldier,though
still a fine, tall, military looking man,
was almost unremittingly racked with
rheumatism, which at times appeared
to drive him frantic. :

As a rule he did not rise until late
in the day, and the family tcok his
breakfast to his room. Yesterday this
was done by Hinds himself, who, on
reaching the bedside found Atchin-
son lying in a nearly unconscious con-

dition upon his right side, with his |

right hand beneath his head. There
wg.s blood all over the bed clothes and
on the man’s neck and a basin close
to the bed was half filled with it. Horri-

fied by the sight, Hinds rushed out for |

Chief Constable Lawrence, .who was
quickly on the spot, together with Dr.
Richardson of Eglinton. The doctor at
once sewed up the gash in the throart,
which, fortunately, was made to one
side of the windpipe, and did what else
he could to stay the consequences of
the unhappy deed. The knife was dis-
covered lying close by, covered with
congealed blood, so that the attempt
must evidently have been made early

in the morning. An order was obtain- |

ed from Mayor Fisher and the wound-
ed man was driven to the General
Hospital.

The cause of the attempted suicide
is attributed to the intense pain from
which the old soldier suffered and also
to the state of his finances. He had
received considerable money it is said
from England, but being generous-
hearted and liberal with it, soon ran
through it all. He was also about to
leave Hinds’ and no doubt the extreme
sense of loneliness of being thrust out
upon the world at the age of 76 was
one of the prompting factors.

ably on the old man’s condition, anaq,
although he is weak from lack of

A PLIGUE: OF RATS AND MICE-

ents, Which are Causing Immense
5 i Pestruction.

wasehington, Jan. 23.—Mice and rats
have caused great destruction in cer-
tain localities of Southern Russia dur-
ing the past two years, and the re-
markable invasion of the rodent army
is the subject of a report just received
at the State Department from Thomas
E. Heenan, United States Consul at
Odessa. The first appearance of mioce
in great numbers was in the autumn of
18&, and their rapid increase is attri-
huted to two consecutive good har-
vests, in consequence of which much
grain remained fn stocks until thresh-
ed and to the mildness of the weather.
There were three varieties of mice
obsérved, the common house mouse,
the common fleld mouse, and another
kind never previously noticed, having
a long sharp nose. They swarmed in |
houses mnd granaries, and —in some
places moved in great numbers like
an army. Instances are cited by Mr.
Heenan where they attacked animals
and men. The rats were not so numer-
ous as the mice, but caused great de-
struetion, even ruining buildings.
Bvery effort was made to stop the
plague by the people living in the in-
fested districts, and finally Govern-
ment ald was Secured. The Depart-
meht of Agriculture, in June, 1894,
sent' Dr. Merezhkovski to one of th;a
ou
experiments of exterminating the mice
by ‘means of the cultivating of the
bacillus discovéred by him. The re-
sults were excellent. Epidemic disease
was generated among the rodents and
now the plague has ended. -

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A REAR END COLLISION,

KING AND YONGE-STREETS THE
SCENE OF A LIVELY SMASH.UP,

A College-Street Trolley Recomes Un.
manageable ~and Crashies Into o
Bathurst:Street Traller—A Namber of
Passengers Sustaiin Injuries More or
Less Severe, But Fortunately Nome are
Serious—The Accident Apparently Uy-

avoldable.

A College and Yonge motor car dash-
ed into the rear end of a Bathuyrst-
street trailer in King-street . a lttle
east of Yonge at about 6.16 last night.
Both trains carried a large number of
pessengers and several received slight
injuries, but as far as could be learned
no one was hurt seriously.

The Bathurst-street motor and trail-
er were standing in King-street wait-
ing for the train ahead of it to take
on passengers. It was in charge of
Motorman John Mulhern, Motor Con-
ductor John Cole and Traller Conduc-
tor R. Greer. 'The car would have gone
ahead as soon as receiving the sig-
nal from the road master, who watches
this corner while the crowds are wait-
ing for the cars at 6 o'clock. The Col-
lege and Yonge motor and trailer, in
charge of C. Porter, motorman; George
Evans, motor conductor, and W. E.
Gordon, trailer condluctor, came up be-
hind the Bathurst-street car. It had
just picked up passengers at Toron-
to-street and was slowing up owing
to the presence of the Bathurst-street
car immediately in front of it.

In stopping the car Motorman Por-
ter was shutting off the power when
the handle of the switch box, control-
ling the power, in some manner came
off. Porter saw that an ‘accident was
unavoidable, and with compendable
presence of mind, stuck to his post
and replaced the handle, immediately
reversing the power, but not, however,
in time to prevent a smash-up. The
College and Yonge motor struck the
Bathurst-street trailer with terrific
force, making a'moise which sounded
like an explosion. The force of the
blow from behind drove the Bathurst-
street car into the rear end of the
motor in front of it, and all three cars
were badly demolished.

The Injured Passengers.
‘William Nixon, of R. Walker & Sons,
was very severely cut by broken glass.
He was carried into the office ‘of Dr.
Hamtll, King and Yonge-streets, who
also attended J. W. Anderson, mana-
ger of Walker's carpet department.
Mr, Anderson’s injuries consisted chief-
ly of bruises and a bad shaking up.
Mr. Nixon will be laid up for several
days.

A little boy, named Walter Gilson,
who had a big basket, got out of the
Bathurst-street car, walked a few
steps and then fell down in a semi-
consclous condition. He was picked
up by Policeman Armstrong, who car-
ried him out of the crowd. The little
chap was more frightened than any-
thing else, probably, but he complain-
ed of pains in his side. The.policeman
sent him to hig home, 13 Drummond-
place, in a King-street car. /

Edward Page, who lives at 184 Eu-
clid-avenue, a porter in the employ of
R. 8. Williams & Son, had his face
very badly cut, but was able to pro-
ceed to his home.

Robert Reilly, 177 Borden-street, sus=
tained severe injuries to his side and
hip, but he was also able to go home
without assitance,

Conductor John Cole of the Bathurst-
street motor was thrown down and
hurt internally. He was taken to his
home, 24 Fern-avenue.

A number of other persons were very
badly shaken up in the collision.

Cleaning Up the Wreek,

Roadmaster Nix was on hand at the
time of the accident and the company
had the debris cleared away in its
usual prompt manner. Mr. Nix sald
last night to a World reporter that the
occurrence was purely accidental and
that the company attached no blame
to Motorman Porter, who stuck to his
post in face of the danger. It is a
very fortunate thing that the casual-
ties are so slight; it is almost ‘a mira-
cle that some one was not killed. The
passengers of the car, of course, in-
cluded a number of ladies who were
greatly frightened. Mr. Nix looked
after them, however, and sent them
to their destinations on other cars.

Mr. Green of the railway company
drove around last night visiting the
parties who had been hurt and stated
that none of them were “seriously in-
jured. The Bathurst-street car and
trailer contained at the time ofe'the
accident 70 passengers; the College
and Yonge train about 40.

ANENT THE MONROK DOCTRINE.

Prof. Wrong Lectures on the Venezuelan
Question at the University,

The Monroe doctrine, its historical
setting and application to the present
situation, was the interesting subject
of the lecture of Prof. G. M. Wrong,
Aat the University yesterday.

He first dealt with the political con-
ditions existing in Europe in 1828 when
the doctrine was « promulgated, and
showed that there was real danger
then of an attempt by France ito gain
possession of former Spanish colonies
in America and that England and the
United States were united in opposing
such a step. He quoted the statement
of Calhoun, a member of Monroe’s
Cabinet, that the doctrine was intend-
ed only to meet a temporary emergen-
cy which soon passed away and point-
ed out the extreme unlikelihood of
England attempting to absorb Vene-
| zuelan territory.

“True,” he sald, *“Secretary Oluney
says Venezuela is being robbed, but
Lord Salisbury pointed out that Mr.
Olney had adopted the ex-parte Vene-
zuelan view without examining the evi-
dence in rebuttal. Mr. Cleveland comes
out with a strong declaration that
ﬁEngland is proceeding ‘In derogation
'of the rights of Venezuela,’ but in the
next breath asks for a commission to
senquire into the facts. He declares
England is quite in the wrong and
then,having prejudged the case,blames
her for not submitting to arbitration.
The fact is that Mr. Cleveland’s tone
is quite Inexcusable, though probably
in nearly all fundamental points he is
theoretically right, such as the appeal
to arbitration and the desire to save
America from European complica-
tions.” i f

The concluding point of tMe lecture
was that American hostility to England
is based upon the defective teaching
of history in United States schools.
The element of hope in the situation,
he said, is that sounder methods of
historical study are finding place .in
| the schools of the United States,

A HOWL FOR AMyRICANS,

Hammond is in Jail and Canmnet Help
Himself—Justice Will be Done.

New York, Jan. 23.—A despatch to
The Sun from Newcastle, Natal, says:
“Hammond is in jail and the Govern-
ment refuses to admit him to bail. The
pcesition of Americans in the Transvaal
is lamentable. Something should be
done for us. We can do nothing for
ourselves. (Signed) Curtis.” The de-
spatch was sent by Joseph Storey Cur-
{ tis, son of the late George Tickner Cur-
tis of this citi'.

The Journal prints the ‘following
cablegram from President Kruger of
the Transvaal Republic, in reply to a
request for information as to the Am-
ericans now imprisoned in Pretoria
for alleged participation in the recent
uprising of the Uitlanders: “Pretoria,
Jan. 21.—Everything quiet at present.
Americans are in no danger whatever.
They enjoy full protection of the law
like any other forelgners; therefore, no
need of protection from outside against
any illegal or revolutionary movement.

The French Liberals Will Not Break From

Their Party Allegfance for Reme -
~ dial Legislation.

Montrael, Jan. 28.—There is mnow
no possible doubt that Hon. Mr. Lau-
rier has succeeded 'in obtaining a
promise from every English and
French Liberal in Parliament from
Quebec Province to vote against the
proposed Remedial Bill that the Gov-
ernment promises to bring down,and
instead vote as one man for the Op-
position policy of investigation. There
was a good deal of trouble at first, as
it was supposed Mr. Legris, M.P., for
Maskinonge, and another member,
whose hame is not given, had express-
ed themselves as ready to support the
Government measure.

delay. Those,therefore, who have hopes
that the French ' Liberals will give
their votes for Remedial legislation
will have to change their minds, as
not one of them will change his
party allegiance.
