ALL MOPE ABANDONED.

Portsmouth, March 20.—Any hope
that the crew of the ill-fated submegine
boat, Al, struck and sunk by the steam-
ship Berwick Castle, might possibly
be alive has now been abandoned,
Yesterday morning the Al was discov-
ered off ‘the Nab lightship, after a
prolonged search, in which quite a
small fleet of ships participated. Divers
at once-went down and rapped loudly
on the sides, but received no response.
They report that she is lying on her
port side, and/is full of water. Had
her hull remained intact life could have
been sustained for three days with the
air supply carried in her tanks.

The strength of the current did not
permit the Al to be raised, altho the re-
quisite appliances were at hand, and an
attempt will be made to-day to bring
her to the surface. Hawsers were,
however, passed underneath the hull,
and the craft lifted a little way, but
not enough to permit of her beiang
brought into the harbor. The disaster
has caused quite a panic among the
submarine crews, and some means will
have to be devised for protecting these
boats from similar accidents in the
future. - Both the King and Prince of
Wales have sent sympathetic messages
to the relatives of the officers and crew.
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Refusal of . Masters to "Recognize
Agreement of Committee May
Result Seriously.

The prospects for a bright seasom in
the building trades this spring are at
present very good, . ‘While the fear of,
a eoming depression has held back a
considérable number of projected build-!
ings of the larger kind, there is going
forward-—unless labor troubles inter-
fere—enough construction work to kWD:
the workingmen of Toronto employedf
steadily thruout the coming sammer. |
The greater proportion of the building
already figured on is atong the line of]
residences, to be erected by private!
persons for ‘their own use, and of |
houses of a cheaper class to acmm-f
modate the large middle class, who
cannot afford to pay the high rentals
now being charged. This condition -is
viewed with much: satisfaction by the
bosses in the vérious trades, as it en-
sures a wider distribution of the work,'
whereas if the bullding weére to be
confined to a small number of large
structures, a few firms would secure
the contracts and fewer workmen would
be employed. The workingmen also are
much pleased at the outlook as, with
so many jobs going on at the same
time, the rnumber of men employed
must nezds be greater and the price
of labor will consequently be kept up
to the highest point.

Mastiers and Men. ‘

The situation in the labor market,'
howeyer, ig'such that no one feels cer-'

tain as to the outcome of the negotia-.

tions going on between masters and
men, The bricklayers and plasterers
have signed their agreements ang . will
undoubtedly be reluctant to endorse
any action by other union men which
might lead to trouble, The carpenters
have asked for an ihcrease of 2 1-2
cents per hour on their present mini-,
mum wage of 30 cents, angd the brick-,
layers’ laborers want their wages in-'
creased from 25 to 27 1-2 cents per
hour, but the Builders’ Exchange have
stated that they will not entertain any
proposals from these branches of the
trade. Both unions put up a hard fizht
last spring, spent all of their strike
funds and were defeated, sp that they
are’ probably not now in a condition
financially to stand a strike. It is
doubtful, too, if the increase will be
seriously pressed by the carpenters
themselves, for the bosses say that the
g0od men among them have ho diffi-!
culty in obtaining higher wages than
called for by the scale, and it is quite
high enough- for the poor ones. The
laborers cannot depend on any support
from the bricklayers in their demand,
80 that it is very probable that they
will go to work for what they can
geét. The builders say the men are not
worth more than 25 cents per hour. |

Frouble Ahead for Plumbers. !

"Phere is, however, very serious trou-
ble in the plumbing trade, and it is
only a qugstion of time when it will
develop. That a strike will .come is
practically eertain, and the men will
put it on just when they see fit.

The agreement between the master
plumbers and the journeymen ecxplred
with 1903, and. since then the parties
have been unable to come to any un-
derstanding.: The wage scale was fixed
last year at 35 amd 37 1-2 cents per
hour, and the men asked this year that
the latter rate should be the minimuin,
Committees  were appointed by both
organizations; and it was practically
agreed between. them that the increase
in wages should be granted, the men
giving way on a number of other de-
mands in regdrd to the apprentice and
helpér ' questions. The Master Plim-
bers’ Association, however, refused ‘o
ratify the action of its committeé, and
appointed another ore to deal with the
matter., A new agreement was pre-
pared and submitted to the men, who,
seeing in it ' no.sign of recognitien ot
tpe terms asked in theijr OWn propoxi-
tion, promptly discharged their commit.-'
tee and broke off the negotiations, The
masters are still awaiting a reply from
the_ men to their proposal, aud the
union says it made an offer which hus
neither been refused nor accepted.
