Mow General Nogi Deplored His
Long Delay in Taking Pt. Arthur,

There has probably never besen a war
in which so few details of the opsra-
tions have been given to the world as
the present conflict in the far ecast.
Practically nothing, excépt the briefést

full details can be printed. When,
however, there is ho longer any neces-
sity for keeping facts secret, the inci-
dents récorded by Japanese war corre-
spondents make very interesting read-

In view of the assertions which have
beent made by Gen. Stoessél and other
Russian officers as to the eondition cf
Port Arthur at the time of its capitu-
lation, and the numbers of the garrison,
considerable interest attaches to a list
of the guns, prisoners, quantities of am-
munition and provisions capturéd at
Port Arthur which has just beén issued
by the Japanese authorities, and is pup-
lished in the newspapers. The list bears
out the statement of the Russians that
the ammunition for the heavy guns was
practically exhausted, but {t shows
Gen. Stoessel's assertions regarding the
numbers of the garrison and the state
of the supplies to have been strangely
wide of the mark.

Number of Prisoners.

The total number of Russians taken
prisoner was 41,641, of whom 15,307 were
il and 1398 were released on parole.
Included in this number were 17 gen-
erals, of whom 10 returned home, and
1439 other officérs, of whom 133 were
sick or wounded and 6562 were rent
home,

The stores included enormous quanti«
ties of flour, wheat, Indian corn, rice,
bread, tinned beef, =salt and sugar and
fodder sufficient for 56 days.

The guns capable of being used found
in the fortress mbered 528 stationary

n% pieces. Of ammuni-
tion there were 206,734 round for fhe
guns and five and a half million rounds
for ‘small arms.

The name of Geti. Nogi, the real hero
of Port Arthur, i§ now a household
word all over the world, yet he writes
lettérs which are models of modesty and
self-restraint.

BARMESSING IANT FALLS

Prospects and Its
Extent.

",

The Karnessing of the great Koochi-

ching Falls is now weil under way. The
power of these falls is'so widely known

that it requires no lengthy. deseriptirn.

supply can best be judged from the 1m-
mense lakes and rivers constituting the
Rainy Lake basin, some 18,000 square
miles, all emptying into Rainy Laxe
proper, tovering an area of 400 square
miles, thereby forming a great reser-
voir, from which Rainy River is the
only outlet.

Furthermore, Koochi-
ching Falls, at the natural gateway cf
Western Canada, now has more advan-
tages from a milling and manufacturing
point of view than St. Anthony Falls
ever had.

The erection of mills and manufactur-
ing plants to utilize this power is well
provided for by the Improvement As-
sociation. The power company i8 .10W
constructing a concrete dam at the “alis
that will raise the water of Rainy Riv-
er back of the falls at least ten “eet,
which will also materially raise Rainy
Lake itself. The company will also con-
struct canals and build dains at various
points thruout thé Rainy Lake basin to
withhold the waters and regulate the
flow. This work must ail be completed
within the year 1906, as stipulated :n
the agreement with the Canadian yov-
ernment, which agreement also stipu-
lates that half of the power developed
must be used within the Town of Fort
Frances, the town on the Canadian side
of the falls.

The geographical location of tiis
mighty power is a very important fac-
tor ,locatéed as it is at the point now
most needed from a manufacturiag
point of view, owing to the speedy set-
tlement of Western Canada, and want
of manufacturing plants there. ;
The vast capitdl being expénded in
developing this power and the millions
of dollars that must be spent in erect-
ing and operating the mills and manu-
facturing plants at that point will make
Fort Frances a denseély populated city,
‘which will cause all property there to
advance, and the most preferable busi-
ness property in a short time to become
immensely valuable.
