The American nation, he went on to
say, was nearing the day when thé
balance of power would pass from the
rural districts to the conjested cities.
He feared to think of the future when
the voters in the Bowery of New York
and the slums of Chicago would hold
the destinies of the nation in thair
hands. » Whes that day arrived 1t
would mark the beginning of the final
tragedy of a dying nation.

He was glad to find -himself speaking
to a Toronto audience again, for he
looked on Canada as his home and To-
ronto as the headquarters of the Bap-
tist faith. No other church could boast
such an era of prosperity as the DBap-
tist church, nor point to such a rlisplay
of statesmanship’ in the selecting ct
church sites. It was a favorible au-
gury for the' future to see the young
men taking such an active par: in
church matters.

The present problem of our mdidern
civilization. was the problem of ihe
city, but bt present Canada was rot
called on to facé the difficulties which
the United States had experienced in
this respect. We still hfid large tracts
of western lands capable of absort-ng
our alien immigration and turn.ng
them into reputable Canaiiins. Lut
the aliens who remained in the city and
became the slum population re:nained
alien in every respect. These wore {te
real problem.

There \were 35,000 foreigness in To-
ronto to-day, who were -u3r3 to stay.
Their children would not e Jsws cor
Italians, but Canadians, and - the
Christian Chunch was the oniy an-
strument which could srapple with
this problem.
