Ottawa, May 28.—[Special.)—Dr. Mc­

Eachran,chief veterinary surgeon of the 
Department of Agriculture, again ap- 
lieared before the Committee on Agricul­
ture this morning, and explained the 
new regulations as to quarantine be­
tween Canada and tbe L'uited States. 
Speaking of thé regulations to prevent 
the introduction of disease, he stated 
that he did not know of a single case 
of glanders in horses in Canada.

The practice of American cattle be­
ing brought into tile Northwest, and put 
to grass on the ranches during tbe sum­
mer to be taken back to the United 
States in the fall, was discussed, and a 
recommendation from tbe committee in­
vited, with a view to putting a stop to 
a practice which mignt, under present 
regulations, grow up, of fattening Am­
erican cattle on thir large randies of the 
Northwest, which should be stocked, Mr.

’ Longitude of MemrrsL
Professor O. H. McLeod, superintend­

ent of McGill College Observatory, bas 
reported to the Department of Murine 
that finally the longitude of Montreal 
has been determined. He says: Dur­
ing tbe past summer the" Astronomer, 
Huyal visited Montreal on his way to 
Japan, and having brought with him 
the completed deductions of Montreal- 
Green wich longitude observations, I am 
able to announce the final value of the 
longitude of Montreal (the middle point 
between the two piers of the transit in­
struments at this observatory), as de­
termined from the observations of Prof. 
H. H. Turner and myself, as 4 hours, 54 
minutes, 8 seconds, which is slightly in 

of the old value obtained from 
United States determinations. The dif­
ference of longitude between Albany and 
Montreal has been determined, thus 
completing the chain of longitude deter­
minations between Washington, Cam­
bridge and Montreal. The difference of 
longitude between Montreal and Cam­
bridge is 8 minutes and 47 seconds. The 
slight excess in the longitude of Mon­
treal, found as above, amounting to 105, 
will make an important difference in the 
position of the city,moving it about eight 
feet. Whether the city is moved eight 
feet to the east or to the west, Is not 
definitely determined, and is now being 
worked out at the Department
