The local stock market, after a strong 
opening at the beginning of the week, 
has declined to a lower level. This was 
principally the result of selling by those 
who bougnt at lower prices than now ob­
tain, and who decided to take their pro­
fits. The outlook is, however, favorable 
to higher prices, as those who have not 
yet taken advantage of the bargain prices 
of stocks now seem inclined to raise their 
bids, at least, to the present range.

Some brokers are still complaining of 
the scarcity of money for their legitimate 
business purposes. They assert that the 
determination on the part of certain banks 
to charge from five to six per cent for 
loans on short call is anything but help­
ful to the general strength and develop­
ment of the. stock and bond maket. The 
conservative effect of this restriction, how­
ever, will tend to make gains the more 
solid as representing real investment. The 
situation is being appreciably relieved by 
individual financiers, who are loaning out 
money at a comparatively low rate, but 
this assistance is not sufficient to supply 
anything like the funds brokers would like 
to obtain.

The Canadian business world has been 
quiet this week, but reports received from 
all over Canada are to the effect that the 
outlook for better trade conditions is 
promising and that preparations are be­
ing made on all sides for a big season's 
work. The present demand for our farm 
products from the British Isles is not so 
extensive as some of the local dealers 
think it should be, but it must not be

forgotten that the bulk, of lest year’s 
dairy products has already found its way 1 
into English ports, and at prices that were j 
remunerative. The light surplus stock at! 
this particular season does not represent j 
Canada’s best make, and the British mer- [ 
chant must not be condemned by our peo- j 
pie if he chooses, for the time being, to 
trade elsewhere in order to obtain the best 
quality of goods and better results for his 
money. f

Agents of the government, and differ­
ent railways, throughout the western pro­
vinces are sending in their reports on 
Spring crop conditions. They deal mostly 
with increased acreage. These reports 
show that the total acreage put to seed 
will possibly be twenty-five per cent great­
er than that of last year, the increase be­
ing attributed largely to the great influx 
of new settlers. Excellent progress all 
along the line is reported, and if predic­
tions are fulfilled the yield of our western 
wheat lands next autumn should prove a 
record one. So much depends on the har­
vest that business is awaiting an assur­
ance of its success, or otherwise, before 
formulating ideas for the future. In this 
connection the interesting announcement 
is made that a movement is on foot in 
Manitoba and the new provinces to ob­
tain control of all the grain elevators, so 
as to operate them under government sup­
ervision. This, it is claimed, will appre­
ciably lessen the coat of storage to the 
farmer and the exporter, and enable them 
to store their grain at a nominal charge, 
so as to await a more active demand and 
better prices abroad.

The banks are all in an excellent 
and sound condition, and that-ef itself is 
something to be proud of. Our railways, 
it is true, have not earned as much this 
year so far as they did last year, but their 
condition has been improved, Wcjfkigg ex- 
penscs are being reduced and they are in 
a condition of readiness to transport all 
the freight that is offered to them. What 
the prospects of the crop harvest for the 
year will be, it is difficult at present to 
tell, but should they be as favortble as we 
expect them to be, the railways will have 
all they can do in transporting them from 
the place of growth to the seaboard. Cour­
age appropriately applied now will go a 
long way in improving the situation and 
its exercise now will help to attain that 
end. There is no reason why depression 
should not give place to commercial activ­
ity, and if all join in an effort to restore
