“.We have, I believe, lived through
the last great world® war,” declared the
Rt. Hon. Sir George Foster, speaking
before the Montreal Women’s Club Mon-
day afternoon.

because all the resources of science and
scientific investigation which have. been
invoked for the construction of destruc-

lyears will go on intensifying; so that
the wotld war of the future will go far
towards not only. the destruction of the
wealth of the world but to the desiruc-
tion of the life and morale of the world,
as well. For these two reasons I lLe-
lieve we have seen our last great war.”
