Many people have visited the new 

dredge of the Norton Griffith Ca. the 
“Don Frederico” at the west side since 
she arrived in port on Monday, and al- 
thought she is covered with planking 
about her working parts, they have been 
greatly pleased with her general equip­
ment and appearance. The dredge is 
one of the most powerful afloat, and 
though looking perhaps somewhat smal­
ler than others of her type, she is in­
finitely Stronger, than, and more than 
twice as effect»* as the government 
dredge Fielding.) .

The new dawtga is a twin-screw craft 
and her speed fer a craft of this type 
can easily be understood when it is noted 
that she madb the trip across to this 
country from England in twenty days, 
fully eight days "less than had been ex­
pected. Capt. W. E. Frost was in com­
mand and was greatly pleased with her 
showing. He had brought her, a short 
time previously* from Buenos Ayres. 
Then the dredge was purchased from the 
Tilbury Contracting & Dredging Co., 
Ltd., whose representative, F. p. Hughes, 
is now in the/city for the. trial tests to 
see that she makes the showing of 1,000 
tons an hour which was promised. It 

said today that if hoppers could be 
supplied fast enough and the soil was 
not too difficult’ to work, she would be 
capable of 24,000 tons a day.

The shape of the dredge enables her 
to do much more effective work than 
craft of the Fielding type. Her ladder 
extending in front allows her to go well 
up on the place to be dredged. Her en­
gines are particularly powerful, in fact, 
Captain Frost, who has been going to 
sea for thirty years, said today that_he 
had not seen any work better.
Don Frederico is known to have filled a 
700 ton hopper in forty minutes. From 
stem to stem her equipment is of the 
most modern that can be placed in a 
craft of her kind. Along her ladder are 
ranged forty-three buckets working by 
engines, hoisting gear, and tumblers of 
the most up-to-date design, each bucket 
being capable of taking twenty-six cubic 
feet of material.

The arrangement of the shutes is such 
that the contents of the buckets can be 
switched without a moment’s delay to 
hoppers on either side of the dredge. Of 
the two working engines one is for driv­
ing the dredge at topmost speed in clear, 
easy soil, while the other is for proceed­
ing more slowly; but with great power 
when the material being dredged is dif­
ficult to handle, such as rock, etc.

Mr. Hughes will remain in the city 
until the new dredge is at work in or­
der to see that she carries out the agree­
ment that 1,000 tons an hour can be 
taken from the bottom of the bay. It 
will probably be a couple of weeks be­
fore the dredge can be placed in com­
mission, but there will be much inter­
est taken in the opening tests, as her 
advent here will mark a new epoch in 
dredging operations in these parts.

A final decree has been made by Jus­
tice McLeod in the supreme court, chan­
cery division, in the partition suit of 
Gilbert vs Gilbert. The report of the 
Master in Chancery, D. Mullin, K. c., 
has been confirmed by all parties inter­
ested and by the court.

The master’s report makes the fol­
lowing division:

The Portland Place property, so call­
ed, where the St. John Tennis Club is

equality for the share of the homestead 
property to which she would be entitled.

The lands on the left side of the 
Marsh Road from the Marsh Bridge to 
the One Mile House, including same, are 
divided in the proportion of one quarter 
to Thomas Gilbert, one quarter to Brad­
ford Gilbert estate and one half to Mrs. 
Wilson.

The land lying north of the Wesleyan 
Burying Ground and opposite the One 
Mile House known as the triangular 
piece of land, is divided in the same pro­
portion.

The properties on both sides of the 
Westmorland Road running from the 
Marsh Bridge to Kane’s Comer, includ­
ing lands subject to renewable leases 
and vacant lands, are likewise divided 
into four parts, one to the Thomas Gil­
bert estate, one to Bradford Gilbert 
estate and two to Mrs. Wilson.

A large plan of the whole property 
has been prepared by G. G. Murdoch by 
order of tiie court. The land of Thom­
as Gilbert estate in said plan being col­
ored red, that of Bradford Gilbert es­
tate colored yellow and that portion to 
Mrs. Wilson green.

The costs are to be paid on a basis 
of three twelfths by the .Thomas Gil­
bert estate, two twelfths by the Brad­
ford Gilbert estate and seven twelfths 
by Mrs. Elizabeth Wilson, being on the 
basis of the division of the land.
